
Frequently Asked 
Questions: 

Q:  Do I have to send DMA 
Informal Notice (MPC 550) 
and include them on the Return 
of Service?   

A:  No.  The Probate and Family 
Court will continue to rely on 
the affirmative statement made 
by the petitioner in #12 of the 
informal petition that notice 
was sent to DMA.  See also 
Probate and Family Court 
Transmittal No. 12-2004. 

 Q:  Do I have to file the “green 
card” with the court as proof of 
notice to DMA? 

A:  No.  The court however 
retains the right to request 
proof, if necessary.   

Q:  In a formal proceeding, do I 
have to provide notice twice to 
DMA?  Once before I file and 
then again when the citation 
issues?   

A:  No.  Notice must only be 
provided once to DMA by 
citation.
