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Has there been a change in

your child’s living arrangements?
· The Department of Revenue’s Child Support Enforcement Division (CSE) must be notified immediately if there is a change in where your child lives or in who has the role of the child’s caretaker.

· A copy of any new court order appointing a legal guardian or changing where the child will live and an application for CSE services must be sent to the address below in order to redirect the current child support payments to the new caretaker or guardian.  (An application is not necessary if the new caretaker receives public assistance for the child and either DTA or MassHealth refer the case to CSE.)

· CSE will then notify all parties, as well as the probate court, that payments will be sent to the new caretaker or guardian and may go back to court to ask for a new order for the new caretaker or guardian.
