· 
The calendar when adding voucher rates is now defaulted to the calendar year as of the start of the current fiscal year. For example, the default year will be 2015 for Fiscal Year 2016.
· Reporting address is now displayed for selection when printing letters through CCFA. However the reports have not yet been modified to use the address selected when there are multiple addresses. The reports will be enhanced during the subsequent releases.

· Copy has been removed as an option for providers on voucher placements when 'Disable Reassessment by Provider' is checked on the authorization.
· Issue with SDR Summary report generation has been resolved.

USER INTERFACE REFINEMENTS
· Based on the Single authorization guidelines, CCFA automatically checks the 'Disable reassessment by Provider' option on a Contract authorization when a placement is added/edited, if the administrative organization (umbrella) for the placement is different from the administrative organization on any of the existing placements on that authorization.
· Moving forward for authorizations with beneficiaries turning 13 during the school year, the authorization will automatically end on 06/30 as opposed to the earlier end date of 06/24.
· Moving forward only the CCRR users will have access to Waitlist Remediation program types on a voucher placement.
· A new address type 'Reporting Address' has been added in preparation for a future change that would allow the users to specify the address to be printed on letters generated through CCFA. As a part of
the future releases these addresses would be made available when generating letters in CCFA. Additional information will be provided through the newsletter and/or an FAQ when the change is fully implemented in CCFA.

· Issues related to the calendar month and date pickers have been resolved.
· Issue with unauthorized access message and incorrect program name and address on the Submit Monthly Billing screen have been resolved.
· Change End Date on the authorization will no longer allow to extend the original end date. This option

should be used to bring-in the end date for authorizations with terminated placements or authorization that are no longer in use.
· Issue with not being able to use travel time when there are multiple activities adding up to 20 hours of total activity, but each individual activity is less than 20 hours has been resolved.
· Issue that was resulting in an authorization end date change when a changing a placement end date has been resolved.
· The issue where certain beneficiaries were missing from the beneficiary dropdown on the placements has been resolved. This was impacting only the beneficiaries without any attendance for 6 months or more.

USER INTERFACE REFINEMENTS
· Authorizations with terminated placements will now have a message on the Authorization indicating that there  are one or more terminated placements on the authorization.
· The Organization administrators will now have the ability to change the end date on an approved authorization. This allows the users to change the end date of the authorization when it is no longer in use or when the placements are terminated. This functionality however does not allow the user to extend the end date beyond the original end date.
o The authorization end date is automatically updated to the placement end date when there is only one beneficiary on the authorization and the placement for that beneficiary is terminated.
· Travel time can now be added as an activity for each parent in the family. CCFA was earlier restricting the activity to only one of the parents
FIXES
· A new version of the voucher report was released on 12/23, to fix the issue of missing transportation rates on the voucher.
· A new version of the Application and Fee Agreement was released on 12/23 to fix PT weekly fee display issue.
· A new version of the Days Absent Report was released on 12/23.
· New versions of the Contract Line Activity Reports (Monthly & Summary) are now available
· Issues related to editing and saving provider and family contact numbers have been resolved.

· A new section has been added to the provider detail page to display the history of admin organization changes.
FIXES
· Issue with importing new users into CCFA has resolved.
· For Supportive children with excessive absences, the absence count will now be reset to zero when there is a termination on the existing placement and a new referral with a corresponding authorization and placement are added.
· A new version of the SDR and SDR Detail with fixes based on helpdesk work orders have been released.
· A new version of the Application and Fee Agreement with fixes based on helpdesk work orders has been released.

· New tab on the Dashboard indicating the attendance status by location of care has been added.
· A new interface is now available for importing users and managing their profiles.
FIXES
· Provider access to edit voucher placements is now tied to the ability to reassess families. Providers can only edit the voucher placements for families that they are responsible for reassessment.
· The issue with not being able to add overlapping voucher placements for school age children being served by multiple providers has been resolved. The overlapping placements will be allowed only for certain program types.
· On Attendance 'X' will now be available for closure days.  Not having 'X' on closure days was impacting a very small group of beneficiaries when there is a provider closure day between the placement start date and the first day of attendance.

· Slot check on the placement would now happen when the placement is saved as opposed when the program type is selected.
FIXES
· Flex pool slot calculation will now be based on the total slots on the contract as opposed to the slots for each program type.
· CCFA Implementation of the Consecutive Unexplained absences rule has been changed to be in-line with the practice prior to CCFA. This is the first of the fixes related to how absences are handled for billing. Please lookout for additional details on billing for absences once all the changes are rolled out.
· A new version of the application and fee agreement (AFA) report is now available.

USER INTERFACE REFINEMENTS
· New Attendance codes have been added for all Absences with the option to specify the transportation for absences (based on cost incurred). All the existing absences on the Attendance screens have been updated to reflect the transportation schedule of the placement.
· QRIS Rating will now be displayed on the provider details screen under the summary section on the right.
· CCRR users can, for each location of care, indicate if the location of care would receive the payment check as opposed to an Administrative provider. This is available on the Edit provider screen as "Send Voucher Payment to Provider".
· CCRR users can, for each location of care, indicate if the location receives a 1099. This is available on the Edit provider screen as "Send 1099".

· Tax ID on the provider details screen can now be edited using the Edit Provider option. This should help resolve any issues with not being able to edit outdated/incorrect Tax IDs that were brought over from Licensing Manager.

USER INTERFACE REFINEMENTS

· Provider admin organization changes can now be handled through the user interface by the CCRR users.
· Billing approvals can now be backed out before sending to EEC or CCRRs. This will allow the Provider Administrator and/or CCRR users to revert any provider location/admin invoices that were accidentally approved or need to be changed after approval. On the 'Submitted Invoices' screen under the Approved tab you will now have a << button which allows to revert a location invoice in Approved status to pending status (will move the location/admin back to Pending Invoices).
· CCRR users now have a single submit process similar to that of the providers. This allows the CCRRs to approve all the provider invoices before submitting to EEC.
· The Flex pool and Continuity reasons have been updated based on the feedback from EEC business.
· Submitted Invoices screen now has 3 different views to provide additional information around the submission and approval process. The views are based on:
· Billing Date
· Submission Date
· Invoice Date
Please refer to the EEC Newsletter for further details around this change.
FIXES
· The issues related to automatic billing rejections due to age-up issues have been resolved. If there is a rejection the system will also notify the users of the date on which the age up needs to be happen.
· Head Start placement issue with "Exempt from Placement by Age" has been resolved. Beneficiaries above 5 years of age can now be placed in Head Start Programs when the exempt from placement by age is checked on the authorization for the beneficiary.
· The issue causing the 'Undefined' error when saving placements has been resolved.
· A new version of the Voucher report was released on 11/06/2015 to fix the issue of Max Allowed days for School Closure Only placements.
· A new version of the case load report is now available for the CCRR users with fixes to the issues that were reported.

FIXES
· The issue with not being able to change and agreement type (Contract/Voucher/Both) when there are Voided placements has been resolved. This was impacting scenarios where users were trying to change a Voucher authorization to a Contract authorization or vice versa, even after the existing placement was voided.
· The issue that was preventing moving a family member when there are voided placements associated with the family member has been resolved.
· The underlying issue related to the profile start or end date errors when saving placements have been resolved. A few examples of the errors that have been resolved are listed below
· "The start date of the placement cannot be earlier than the profile start date."
· "The end date of the placement cannot be after the profile end date."
· In a scenario where a provider changes Administrative Organizations in the middle of a month, and there is billing under both admin organizations for a given billing month. When one of the
administrative organization approves the billing for the provider the provider's billing for both the administrative organizations was getting approved. This issue has been resolved.
· CCRR Payment Voucher - The issue where the Payment voucher report for the CCRR was including Rejected and Pending invoices has been resolved. The PV will now include only the invoices approved

by the CCRR for a given billing month (only total of the providers listed under CCRRA tab on Submitted Invoices).
· Reassessment Letter to Family - A fix has been put in place for wrong telephone numbers displayed for Contract Providers (Primary phone numbers were not transferred during data conversion from eCCIMS). This is a workaround until data is fixed.
· MMARS Report: The issue preventing the generation of a MMARS report for EEC users has been resolved. This issue does not impact the users in the field.

· The issue reported by a few users where the beneficiaries dropdown on the placement was not displaying any beneficiaries has been resolved. This was happening when using Internet Explorer version 9 and was not an issue for other version of IE or other browsers.

· The error that was generated when entering attendance for split placements with flexible schedules and had a closure day in a given week has been resolved. This occurred in a very specific scenario where a child had two placements, both with flexible schedules, one ending and another starting in the same week and there is also a closure day that week.

· The absence counts for beneficiaries are now visible on the Family Details page under the family Members section. The current 6 month absence counts are displayed with a hyperlink. Clicking on the absence count will navigate to the person details page for the child and
	
· When adding In-Home Providers, the billing rate start date was being set to the date on which the provider was added. This was resulting in missing rate errors when generating ledgers.

· Intermittent Closure days were getting paid as scheduled. This issue has now been resolved.

· The issue of not being able to enter zero as an income has been resolved. For families without an income, users will now be allowed to enter a zero under Income of an authorization.

· This SDR Detail report was modified to correct double and triple amounts that were being calculated for all line items (child care, transportation, parent fees, etc.). The total units billed per child care line item was also corrected to add up to the paid attendance codes entered for each child, with attendance codes that are not paid subtracted (e.g. UC, X, PR, RS). · Placements starting on provider closure days is now allowed if there is a prior placement within the last 30 days. However, first time placements for new families cannot start on a provider closure days.

· The CCFA exception that was occurring when generating the Reassessment letters has been fixed.

· Issue with adding voucher rates after the Region override has been resolved. The state max rates were still referring to the region prior to the override. With this change the CCRRs should be able to enter a voucher rate that is equal or less than the state max rate for the new region.

· The issue resulting in duplicate attendance record counts has been fixed. This should eliminate the excessive billable days issue that was identified in certain scenarios.

· The issue of Flexible placements getting dropped from the invoices has been resolved.

· Referral ID is no longer required to be unique.

· Users can now move a primary parent to a new family provided the current family relationship continues.

· The Union Management page now displays the effective date and user’s name for any changes applied to union status and/or COPE.

· Provider schedule start and end dates now more user friendly.

· More detailed options are available on the audit record page.

· Audit trail now displays usernames properly.

· Isolated a fix where families with 2 parents (one  primary and one secondary) were migrated into CCFA from eCCIMS as one parent and one guardian. This issue has been corrected, restoring the parent types to match those in eCCIMS.



REPORTS

· Vouchers: Multiple data issues were addressed to resolve the issue of blank vouchers. Note: Where migrated or user-entered address data does not comply with USPS standards (ex: misspelled city/town), CCFA cannot determine under which CCR&R the family record falls, thereby resulting in a blank voucher form.



OTHER

· Issue with co-pay for Guardian families with an income has been resolved.

· Issue with a CCFA exception when adding an authorization for a Homeless Referral has been resolved.

· Issue with waitlist enrollment status updates was resolved.

· Contract or Voucher information on a placement was previously displayed incorrectly for placements against authorization type 'Both'. This is now resolved.
