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Narrative Questions
 

82Q.      
Quarterly reporting refers to identifying evidence-based curriculum used by the grantee.   Is this just for the literacy programming or are we expected to use an evidence-based curriculum for all playgroups/activities? 
82A.   
EEC will ask grantees to identify the evidence-based literacy curriculum used in 
programming with parents and parents and children together as part of FY2015 
quarterly reporting.    

      

 It is expected that all programming offered to families, such as STEM education 
opportunities, child development education and screening opportunities, etc. 
will be intentional and rooted in evidence-based practice.

 
83Q. 
A portion of Narrative Question 3 asks us to "Indentify the communities, specific locations, and types of programming and services to be offered in each location across your proposed service area". This is all reported in the CFCE activities Calendar, if we also put it in the narrative question it will take up ALL of our  allowed characters for the question. Would it be sufficient to include the number of communities, the number of different sites and the number of different types of programs? 

83A.   
The character limit is 7000.  If your proposed service area includes a large number of  towns, it is acceptable to include the names of the communities, a general listing of the types of location/programs and services in those communities, with more specific detail in the Activities Calendar. 
 
Brain Building in Progress
84Q.    
Is there a way for the Brain Building in Progress (BBIP) calendar to subscribe to 
our calendar via RSS feeds?  We have so many activities happening, that to 
submit them all to the BBIP calendar would be extremely time consuming.  If 
not, is there a percent of our 
activities you would require us to get on the BBIP 
calendar?  For instance, if we had 30 activities in the month you would require 
us to submit 20% or 6, or 40%=12 etc.

84A:  
EEC is working in partnership with United Way to think about alternatives to the


current process for submitting and updating BBIP calendar events, but at this 
time, CFCE grantees are required to post activities directly on the BBIP 
Calendar. While no specific percentage of programming has been established, 
grantees are expected to post several activities for their communities at least 
once per month.

What are you looking for under program type?  Could you provide some 
examples?

Some examples of program types include:  Parent-Child Educational Play groups, 


Parent Education, Fathers' Group, Developmental Screening, Early Literacy Play 


Group, and STEM Activity.

Time of Day:  are you just looking for morning, afternoon, evening or the exact 
time of day? 
86A.
It is sufficient to indicate morning, afternoon, evening or a specified time, if you 
know what it will be.

87Q.    
Data point 8:  If we are utilizing space in the community for our programs and 
services, for the number of hours space is available, are we strictly reporting on 
the cumulative number of hours we are at the space conducting a program?  For 
instance, a library is open 40 hours a week, or 520 per quarter, but we do 
programs there 5 hours per week, or 65 hours per quarter.  Which number are 
you looking for?

EEC seeks the number of hours the applicant conducts programming in a 
particular space.
 

88Q.   
 On the projected deliverables report it asks for number of parent education 
trainings offered, but in the Grant Application under REPORTING, it says we will 
need to report on EVIDENCED-BASED PARENT EDUCATION TRAINING.  Can you 
please clarify this?  
 88A. 
EEC expects all parent education training to be evidence-based. Examples 
include:  child development (including all domains), literacy, STEM, Financial 
Literacy, etc.

 

89Q.    
#7c.  You are asking for the number of outreach events offered, is that just event 
we (the CFCE) organize and run, or other community events that we participate 
in (such as having a table)? 

 89A. 
Outreach events include intentional one-time events, like large literacy events, that are created by applicants to engage families with the intention of introducing families to the broader array of programming and services available through CFCE. 


In the description box of the question, applicants can also include information about other community events where they market their programs and services by having a table, etc.

Will we be required to specifically use the consent form posted with the grant?  We already have a consent form we use, that was adapted from what is available from Brooks Publishing.
