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Please note that some of the questions submitted by the grantees may have been rephrased and/or consolidated.

Q1.  Do you foresee one organization working on the entire project or will there be components that might be completed by two or more organizations? In other words, could an organization submit an application to complete a section of this grant for a portion of the funding?
A1. No, EEC will only accept one organization to oversee this grant.
Q2.  Do you know of any organizations/institutes of higher education that are interested in partnering on this grant?
A2. No, this is a competitive grant and EEC would not be aware of any institutes of higher education applying until the grant is submitted by the timeline posted.
Q3.  It appears this grant will include developing materials/resources for supporting ELLs in accessing higher education opportunities. Could you see this outcome being "intertwined" with the regional master cadre trainings and/or coaching opportunities?
A3. Possibly, however at this time the purpose of this grant is to gather information and to create materials to provide guidance for adult English Language Learners around accessing higher education opportunities.
Q4. Our Agency is developing an IHE portal, focused on K-12 right now, to be used by teacher prep programs. The IHE portal will contain resources and materials to be used in 4-year colleges. Would EEC be interested in a similar model with a focus on EC for 2 and 4-year colleges, credential programs, etc?
A4. Yes, this would be of interest to EEC.
Q5.  A number of states are interested in this same topic-creating career pathways as well as developing specific programs for ELL students in higher education who will provide services to young DLLs. Is EEC interested in working with other states on co-developing a career lattice and/or materials? Or, is EEC interested in MA-specific products/materials?
A5. EEC would be interested in possibly working with other states on a project to develop a career lattice for ELL educators, but would need to ensure that the career lattice addressed procedures that supported Massachusetts guidelines for ELL early childhood educators to access higher education. 
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
