Question I:  Administrative and Program Structure
1. Describe the organizational structure of your IHE including the administrative structure for this program and the role of the advisory group.
2. Describe the composition of the advisory group that will guide this program and attach their qualifications.

3. Provide a detailed description of your IHE’s existing pathway for English language learners including certificates, credentials, and/or degrees awarded through this program.
4. Explain how you will connect with existing professional development systems and resources, such as the Educator and Provider Support (EPS) Grantees, the Regional Readiness Centers and community agencies to leverage resources and disseminate best practices
Question II: Experience with English Language Learners

1. Describe your institution’s experience designing and delivering training to English language learners.
2. Document your institutions success in transitioning ELL students to college coursework in English and matriculating them into higher education degree programs.

3. Describe your institution’s experience serving providers from a mixed delivery system which includes child care centers, family child care homes, public preschool programs, private schools, preschool and kindergarten programs, Head Start programs, infant/toddler centers and early intervention programs.

7. Explain your plan for providing coaching and mentoring support, information, and resources to educators (supporting documentation and/or policies may be submitted as an attachment to the grant application).

2. Explain how you will conduct outreach to educators of varying backgrounds including how you will prioritize providers serving children who are high needs and/or who are in ESE’s Commissioner’s Districts
3. Explain how your institution will evaluate program practice to identify and document best practices that help English language learners access higher education.

4. Explain how your institution will set benchmarks and measure outcomes for this program.
5. If your institution will collect fees from the participating educators, identify how those fees are collected and used to support the objectives of this grant;

6. Submit a proposed budget (including proposed hourly and/or project based rates) that addresses the number of hours, an hourly rate, and the projected cost of completing this work.
