Question I:  Administrative and Program Structure

1. Explain your program’s mission and how it relates to the literacy needs of families with young children.

2. Describe the organizational structure of your agency including the administrative structure that will be in place for this program.

3. Identify the individual(s) who are responsible for implementing your adult literacy / English language learning program.     Identify the individual(s) who will be trained in use of the IBM Reading Companion software and will be responsible for its implementation. Provide their qualifications, including resumes.
