ELCG Project 8.2; 8.3; & 8.4: Validation of Educator Competency

Questions 
1. We are considering proposing to do 2 or more of the studies listed on p.4 of the grant application (for example:  validating competencies related to social/emotional development AND validate competencies related to literacy AND the effectiveness of digital strategies).  Is it acceptable to integrate these studies to maximize efficiencies, for example by using the same sample of educators/classrooms to collect data on multiple outcomes?
A. It is acceptable to integrate certain elements of studies to maximize efficiencies provided that this does not compromise the integrity of each individual study or its results.  EEC would have to discuss the specific integration of the studies with the grantee to determine which elements of studies can be combined appropriately. 
2. Are the project budgets based on calendar year?

A. Yes.  The budgets are based on calendar year.  This is referred to as “grant year” in the application.

3. If an institution applies for two different projects, could we submit one application with separate sections addressing each project or should we submit two separate applications, and if awarded, would there be two separate contracts issued from the state?
A. A bidder may apply for two separate projects in a single proposal provided the response clearly distinguishes between the two projects.  If the bidder were awarded both projects, the successful bidder would receive a single contract from EEC.  Please note that EEC can opt to fund only one of the two projects in the bidder’s proposal.
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
