This proposal was 
submitted to DCR by the Allston Brighton Friends of Daly Field, Inc., and Simmons 
College, following an act by the Massachusetts Legislature authorizing the lease of the 
Complex to the Friends of Daly Field and anticipating an investment in renovating the 
complex by Simmons College.
