We request that the tract photo has a width of 240 pixels and a height of 480 pixels.  

What are the dimensions of resized tract photos that are currently within FLIS?
Images currently within FLIS are displayed at a width of 240 pixels.  The height is constrained to a proportion determined by the 240 pixel width.  Therefore if an image has a width of 480 pixels and a height of 960 pixels the photo would be displayed at a width of 240 pixels and a height of 480 pixels.    
What is the preferred format?
The tract photo is typically stored in the JPEG format.  For images that require fine detail such as photographic images the JPEG (Joint Photographic Experts Group) format is recommended although FLIS will accept images in PNG, JPEG or GIF format. What are the dimensions of detailed project map that are currently within FLIS?
Images currently within FLIS are displayed at a width of 500 pixels.  The height is constrained to a proportion determined by the 500 pixel width.  Therefore if an image has a width of 750 pixels and a height of 1000 pixels the image would be displayed at a width of 500 pixels and a height of 750 pixels.    
What is the preferred format?
The detailed project map is typically stored in the JPEG format.  For images that require fine detail such as photographic images the JPEG (Joint Photographic Experts Group) format is recommended although FLIS will accept images in PNG, JPEG or GIF format. What is the purpose of the project locator map?

The project locator map is used on the Forest Legacy Project Brief to provide detail on where the project lies geographically within a state.  The map should be relatively uncluttered showing only the state boundaries and where the project is located within the state.

What size photo should I send?

We request that the project locator map has a width of 170 pixels and a height of 255 pixels.  

What are the dimensions of project locator map that are currently within FLIS?
Images currently within FLIS are displayed at a width of 170 pixels.  The height is constrained to a proportion determined by the 170 pixel width.  Therefore if an image has a width of 340 pixels and a height of 520 pixels the image would be displayed at a width of 170 pixels and a height of 260 pixels.    
What is the preferred format?
The project locator map is typically stored in either the GIF or PNG format.  FLIS will accept images in PNG, JPEG or GIF format.  GIF (Graphic Interchange Format) is a commonly used format for image files that do not require fine detail.  Because of the legal restrictions potentially associated with the GIF format, the PNG (Portable Network Graphics) format is recommended as a replacement for the GIF format. The PNG format is similar to the GIF format as it is used for image files that do not require fine detail.  For images that require fine detail such as photographic images the JPEG (Joint Photographic Experts Group) format is recommended.   PNG and GIF images are typically smaller than JPEG images and thus load faster.  For instructions on changing formats and saving for the web please see Frequently Asked Questions Regarding Submitting Images to FLIS.

Frequently Asked Questions Regarding Submitting Images to FLIS

What types of files are accepted by FLIS?

We request that images are sent in either GIF or JPEG format.  GIF (Graphic Interchange Format) is a commonly used format for image files that do not require fine detail.  For images that require fine detail such as photographic images the JPEG (Joint Photographic Experts Group) format is recommended.   GIF images are typically smaller than JPEG images and thus load faster.

What if I have my images in a different format?  How do I change the format to JPEG or GIF?

Adobe Photoshop and other image editing programs such as Jasc Paint Shop Pro have easy methods of changing formats and thus reducing the size of the image while maintaining image quality.  
To change formats in Adobe Photoshop:

1. Open Adobe Photoshop.

2. Open the image you wish to edit.

3. Select Save for web from File menu (Figure 1).
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Figure 1 Selecting the Save for Web option.
4. Several options of the original image will be presented (Figure 2).  Images will be displayed in either GIF or JPEG format.  You may need to select a different file format (GIF or JPEG) than the file format you are presented by selecting a different file format from the Settings menu.  Select the image that maintains the best quality by clicking on the image and click Save.  Notice the reduction in image size and loading time.
