)KNOW ALL PERSONS BY THESE PRESENTS that I, [Name of Grantor] of [Address] (hereinafter called the Grantor), for [amount Dollars] ($000,000.00) consideration paid, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, do hereby grant with quitclaim covenants to the COMMONWEALTH OF MASSACHUSETTS, acting by and through its Department of Conservation and Recreation, with a mailing address at 251 Causeway Street, Boston, Massachusetts, 02114, acting under the authority of and in accordance with the Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 92A ½, Section 17, its successors and assigns (hereinafter called the Grantee), in perpetuity and for the purposes of said acts and provisions and Article 97 of the Amendments to the Massachusetts Constitution and for the purpose of watershed protection and management including but not limited to the prevention of soil erosion, soil compaction, surface water run-off, sedimentation or other fouling or degrading of the water supply or the watershed lands surrounding the water supply and consistent with the objectives of the Forest Legacy Program of the United States Department of Agriculture established in Section 1217 of Title XII of the Food, Agriculture, Conservation and Trade Act of 1990 (Public Law 101-624; 104 stat. 3359; 16 USC Section 2103c), which was created to protect environmentally important private forest lands threatened with conversion to non-forest uses, for purposes of retaining land predominantly in its natural, scenic, and open condition; protecting and promoting the conservation of biological diversity, forests, soils, natural watercourses, ponds, wetlands, water supplies, and wildlife; protecting the natural resources; protecting and enhancing the natural resource value of abutting and nearby conservation areas, creating an unfragmented corridor linking the Quabbin Reservoir watershed lands with the Wachusett Reservoir watershed lands; protecting the scenic qualities of open space resources; enhancing compatible recreational use; and allowing for sustainable and sound management of forest resources, and encouraging the long-term professional stewardship of these resources in conformance with an approved Forest Stewardship Plan, or Multi-Resource Management Plan, the following described land in [Municipality], [County], Massachusetts, situated on [Street Address], consisting of [#] acres, more or less, bounded and described as follows:

The Premises is within the [Insert Name of the Forest Legacy Area], and protection of the Premises will contribute to and implement the purposes described in the Forest Legacy Assessment of Need for the Commonwealth of Massachusetts approved by the  Secretary of the U.S. Department of Agriculture (hereinafter, “Secretary”) on August 9, 1993.

Real estate taxes shall be prorated to the date of recording.

This conveyance creates no new boundaries.

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 1 of Chapter 64D of the General Laws, no deed excise stamps are due on this instrument.

The Grantee acknowledges that the Premises was acquired with Federal funds under the Forest Legacy Program (P.L. 101-624; 104 Stat. 3359), and that the Premises cannot be sold, exchanged, released or otherwise disposed, except in accordance with the Forest Legacy Program grant requirements, and unless the United States is reimbursed fair market value of the Premises as determined by an appraisal at the time of the disposal.  However, the United States Secretary of Agriculture (“Secretary”) may exercise discretion to consent to the sale, exchange, release or disposition upon the Commonwealth’s tender of equal valued consideration acceptable to the Secretary, or as otherwise approved by the Secretary.
