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Summary of the Fee Changes Related to the 

2014 Massachusetts Contingency Plan (MCP) Revisions

MassDEP has adopted regulations to modify and streamline the requirements and major milestones in the Massachusetts Contingency Plan (MCP), 310 CMR 40.0000.  Revisions that affect compliance fees have also been adopted.  Both the MCP and fee changes are effective on June 20, 2014.  Changes related to fees include:

· streamlining the Tier Classification process and elimination of Tier I Permits & Permit Application Fees;
· consolidation of existing Tier IA, IB & IC Classification as Tier I with one Tier I Annual Compliance Assurance Fee;
· changing the name of the former RAO Fee to Permanent Solution Fee;
· changing the name of Post RAO Class C Monitoring fee to Temporary Solution fee;
· adopting lower fee rates for Homeowners;
· establishing a one-time fee for a Notice of Activity and Use Limitation (AUL) filed prior to or concurrent with a Permanent Solution;
