FINAL DECISION
On January 25, 2008, James Bennett filed this appeal challenging a negative Superseding Determination of Applicability (“SDA”) that the Southeast Regional Office of the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (“MassDEP” or “the Department”) issued on January 10, 2008, under the Massachusetts Wetlands Protection Act, G.L. c. 131, § 40.
