SPECIAL CONDITIONS

1. This permit authorizes BAXALTA US Inc. located at 27 Maple St. Milford, MA discharge of up to 27,000 gallons per day (GPD) of pretreated industrial wastewater to the City of Milford sewer system.

2. This Permit expires five (5) years from the date of issuance. BAXALTA US Inc shall apply for a renewal of this Permit at least 90 days prior to the expiration date in accordance with 314 CMR 7.09 (3)(b) unless the facility is in compliance with 314 CMR 7.05(1)(h).

3. Sewers shall be kept remote from public water supply wells or other potable water supply sources and structures.  Wherever feasible, sewers shall be laid at a minimum of 10 feet, horizontally, from any existing or proposed water main.  Should local conditions prevent a lateral separation of 10 feet to a water main the water main shall be laid in a separate trench and the elevation of the crown of the sewer placed at least 18 inches below the invert of the water main.

4. Whenever sewer must cross under water mains, the sewer shall be laid at such an elevation that the crown of the sewer is at least 18 inches below the invert of the water main.  When the elevation of the sewer cannot be varied to meet this requirement, the water main shall be relocated to provide this separation or constructed with mechanical-joint pipe for a distance of 10 feet on each side of the sewer.  One full length of water main shall be centered over the sewer so that both joints will be as far from the sewer as possible.

5. Concentrated chemicals and hazardous materials are prohibited from being discharged to the sewer.

6. No person owning, maintaining or using a sewer connection shall discharge or allow the discharge of wastewater through such connection which would result in a hazard to the public health or safety or a violation of the provisions of 314 CMR 7.00 or 12.00.
7. This Permit is subject to obtaining approval of any other applicable federal, state or local authority that may have jurisdiction.  
8. IWPS must be operated and maintained by a Grade I (industrial) Massachusetts certified wastewater treatment plant operator as required under the provisions of 257 CMR 2.00, 314 CMR 7.00 and 314 CMR 12.00.  

9. Any transfer of this permit in whole or in part shall be comply with 314 CMR 7.13. The permittee shall comply with all requirements from Milford Board of Sewer Commission.
