Cross-Connection Control Program Plan for Community Public Water Systems with a Population > 3,300

Dear Public Water System:

Massachusetts Drinking Water Regulation 310 CMR 22.22(3)(b)1 requires every public water system (PWS) to have a cross connection program plan (CCCPP) approved by the Department. This approval was initially required to be completed by June 1, 1994, but many PWSs have revised their CCCPP since the initial approval. In an effort to insure that all PWSs meet the current requirements, MassDEP requires all Community PWSs with a population equal to or greater than 3,300 people to submit an updated CCCPP on the official MassDEP form.

You will find an electronic version of the official MassDEP form entitled "Cross-Connection Control Program Plan for Community Public Water Systems with Population > 3,300" at: http://www.mass.gov/eea/agencies/massdep/water/approvals/drinking-water-forms.html. You must fill out this form in its entirety and submit it no later than May 25, 2012 to Anita Wolovick at MassDEP Drinking Water Program 5th Floor, One Winter St., Boston, Ma 02108. You may also submit your Cross-Connection Control Program Plan electronically by attaching it to an email sent to Program.Director-DWP@state.ma.us with the subject line "Cross-Connection Control Program Plan". Please retain a copy of your completed CCCPP for your records and for MassDEP review during sanitary surveys and CCCPP audits.
