Changes to Lead & Copper Rule Public Water Supply Regulations

Dear Public Water Supplier:

The Federal Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has made changes to the Lead and Copper Rule. The Lead and Copper Rule Short Term Revisions (LCRSTR) were published in the Federal Register on October 10, 2007 and became law on December 10, 2007. As required by EPA these changes were fully incorporated into the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (MassDEP) Drinking Water Regulations on December 25, 2009.

The areas of the Regulations impacted by the changes are:

· Applicability of Corrosion Control Treatment Steps

· Consumer Notification and Consumer Confidence Report (CCR) Requirements

· Lead and Copper Action Levels

· Lead Service Line Replacement Requirements

· Monitoring Requirements for Lead and Copper in Tap Water

· Public Education and Supplemental Monitoring Requirements

· Reporting Requirements (MassDEP has added new requirements for changes in treatment practices.)
