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2013 OHV ACTIVITY SUMMARY

The following data provides an observation and analysis of the current year’s Off-Highway Vehicle
(OHV) activity, as reported by the Massachusetts Environmental Police. Methods of analysis include
trend observation, comparative analysis, and cumulative data reporting, in the areas of officer hours,
citation information, accident reporting, and education & outreach.

Officer hours have, overall, experienced an increase in 2013. The components that have increased
include patrol (125%), registration (115%), investigation (129%), court (188%), and public relations
(19%). Areas experiencing a decrease are accidents (| 7%), administration ({13%), and education
(158%).

Citations have decreased across the board. There have been a total of the 314 written violations in
2013 (121%); 60% of written violations are directly related to unregistered OHVs, which accounts for
57% of monetary fines. In addition to written violations, 186 warnings were given (|26%), 30 verbal
(125%), 9 arrests (|25%), and 23 criminal citations (|21%), totaling 562 for the current year (|23%),
with a total of $63,100 (|23%) in fines issued.

Off-Highway Vehicle accident figures have risen in the number of total accidents, total injuries, adult
injuries, and adult fatalities. There have been 79 (115%) total accidents for 2013 and 69 (16%) total
injuries. There have been 51 (111%) adult injuries and 5 (125%) adult fatalities. Minor operator
injuries remained the same at 18, there were no minor fatalities (| 100%).

Off-Highway Vehicle education has experienced a sharp decline this year. Online education
completion is down 20% and while certificate completion was on the rise last year, it has decreased
25% in 2013. There were 20% more classroom based sessions offered this year, however, 20% of
the total classes offered were canceled due to lack of enroliment.
