IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR THE APPLICANT
Welcome to Massachusetts and thank you for choosing our state to practice acupuncture.  This application is for U.S. and international acupuncture school graduates applying for a full acupuncture license in Massachusetts for the first time.

It is extremely important that you read and follow all instructions carefully.  Please make a copy of your license application and supplement before you submit them to the Committee on Acupuncture (COA).  When sending your application and supplement, please use one of the tracking services offered by the post office or commercial shippers.  Please note that you must collect all documents listed on the Required Documents Checklist.  Documents from primary sources must be collected in sealed envelopes and included in the original sealed envelopes with your license application; otherwise, your license will be significantly delayed.  Your application cannot be processed until the Board receives all of the required documents.  Approximately four (4) weeks after receipt of your license application and all accompanying documents, the Licensing Division will notify you about any additional documentation needed.
Application processing time is dependent upon receipt of all supporting documents.  Under Massachusetts law, you may not practice acupuncture independently until you have received a full license. The COA strongly recommends that you do not make any commitments such as home purchases, loans, etc. until you have been granted a license to practice acupuncture in Massachusetts.
If you previously held a Massachusetts full acupuncture license, you must file a lapsed license application.  Please contact the Licensing Division at (781) 876-8210 to request a lapsed license application.
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
