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OBSERVATIONS

(Regional and Statewide)

Consumer and Case Counts

· At the end of the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, DSS had 23,223 open cases (1,803 adoption cases and 21,420 clinical cases).  A total of 74,981 consumers
 (35,156 adults and 39,825 children) were being served.  Case counts ranged from 2,810 in the Boston Region to 4,962 in the Southeastern Region.  (Table 1)
· From the 4th Quarter of FY’2006 to the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, consumer counts and case counts decreased 3% and 4%, respectively.  The consumer population typically drops in the summer quarter (Q1) then rises and levels off during the school quarters (Q2-Q4).  This seasonal pattern is related to the rise and fall of child abuse and neglect reports and investigations throughout the year.  (Figs. 1 and 2 on page 6, Figs. 20 and 21 on page 52)

Consumers in Placement

· There were 10,681 individuals in placement on the last day of the 1st Quarter of FY’2007.  Included in this count are 9,306 children (less than 18 years old) and 1,375 young adults (18 to 23 years old).  (Table 1)

· The placement population was distributed across DSS service regions as follows: 22% in the Western Region, 20% in the Southeastern Region, 18% in the Northeastern Region, 14% in the Metro Region, 13% in the Central Region, and 11% in the Boston Region.  (Table 1)

· Statewide, 23% (or 9,306) of all children (less than 18 years old) with open cases were in placement.  The regional statistics for children in placement as a proportion of all children receiving services were: 26% in the West, 24% in the Southeast, 23% in the Northeast, 22% in Metro, 21% in Central, and 20% in Boston.  (Table 2)

· Of all children less than 18 years old receiving services, the Pittsfield and Fall River Area Offices had the highest proportions in placement.  The lowest proportions of children in placement were found at the Lawrence and Park Street Area Offices.  (Table 2)

· From the 4th Quarter of FY’2006 to the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, the number of children in placement dropped 3% statewide.  Regionally, the fluctuations ranged from a 6% drop in Boston to a less than 1% rise in Central.  (Fig. 3) 

Children Not in Placement

· From the 4th Quarter of FY’2006 to the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, counts of children not in placement decreased 5% statewide.  Regional declines ranged from 3% in Central to 9% in Boston.  Quarterly counts of children not in placement (and to a lesser degree, children in placement) display a fluctuating pattern with a distinct drop during the first quarter (summer vacation).  (Fig. 4)  
Age, Sex, Race, and Preferred Language of Consumers

· On the last day of the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, the consumer population included 39,825 (53%) children less than 18 years old and 35,156 (47%) adults 18 years or older.  Fifty-three percent of all consumers were identified as female, 46% as male, and 1% were unspecified as of the run-date.  Thirty-nine percent (15,730) of all children were adolescents (12 to 17 years old).  (Table 1, Fig. 5)

· The number of female children in the DSS caseload was approximately equal to the number of male children.  In contrast, the ratio of female to male adults was 1.5:1.  (Fig. 5)
· The statewide caseload was comprised of 56% White, 15% Black, 2% Asian, and less than 1% Native American consumers.  Race was unspecified for 24% of the consumers.  (Table 3A, Figs. 6A and 6B)
· Of the total consumer population, 23% (17,175 consumers) were of Hispanic origin.  Regionally, the highest proportions of Hispanic consumers were in the West and Northeast.  (Table 3B, Figs. 6C and 6D)
· The Boston Region’s caseload was comprised of 47% Black and 22% White consumers (4,148 and 1,965 consumers, respectively).  Asians were most prominent in the Northeast--6% of the caseload (804 consumers, mainly Cambodian).  (Table 3A, Figs. 6A and 6B)
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· A racial comparison of children receiving various services from DSS to children residing in Massachusetts is displayed in the following table.  Black children and Hispanic children are over-represented at all stages in the DSS system.  However, the actual extent of racial and ethnic disproportionality is not known given the number of children whose race and/or ethnicity has not been recorded.

· The Northeastern, Western, and Boston Regions had the highest proportions (and numbers) of Spanish-speaking consumers, 9% (1,139 consumers), 7% (1,109), and 9% (771), respectively.  Khmer (Cambodian) was the preferred language of 335 DSS consumers (<1%).  Khmer-speaking consumers were mainly concentrated in the Northeast.  Other languages and their regions of highest prevalence were Portuguese (Metro and Southeast), Haitian Creole (Metro, Boston, and Southeast), Cape Verdean Creole (Southeast and Boston), Vietnamese (Boston and Central), Chinese (Metro), and Lao (Northeast). 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Profile of Consumers in Placement
 
Foster and Residential Care

· There were 7,853 consumers in foster care and 2,311 consumers in congregate care
 on the last day of the 1st Quarter of FY’2007.  Foster care populations were highest in the Western and Southeastern Regions.  The number of consumers in residential care was greatest in the Northeastern, Southeastern, and Metro Regions.    (Table 5A)

· The largest age group in foster care was 12-17 years (34-40% range across regions).    Among regions, the West, Southeast, and Northeast had the highest numbers of adolescents in foster care, 728, 564, and 469, respectively.  (Table 5A)

· Adolescents were the primary age group in residential care, ranging from 65% to 75% across the regions.  The Northeastern, Southeastern, and Metro Regions had the largest adolescent populations in residential care, 372, 335, and 324, respectively.  (Table 5A)

· Consumers in “Other” placement locations
 were primarily adolescents (77-88% regional range).  (Table 5A)

· There were 1,958 consumers in “Intensive” foster care
 (IFC) and 5,895 consumers in “Departmental” foster care.  Departmental foster care was separated into unrestricted (39% of consumers), kinship (32%), child specific (12%), pre-adoptive (7%), and independent living (11%).  (Table 5B)

· The Western Region had the highest number of consumers in IFC (Table 5B).

· A breakdown of Departmental foster care showed  the West had the largest number of consumers in unrestricted, child-specific, and pre-adoptive foster care.  Consumers in kinship care were highest in the Southeast.  The Northeast had the most consumers in independent living.  (Fig. 7B, Table 5B)

· The proportions of consumers in different types of departmental foster care are displayed for each region in Figure 7A.  Consumers in unrestricted homes were most prevalent in the West and Central.  Metro had the largest proportion of consumers in kinship homes.  Consumers in child-specific homes were most evident in both Metro and Boston.  The Western Region had the highest proportion of consumers in pre-adoptive homes.  Consumers in independent living were proportionally higher in Boston and the Northeast as compared to the other regions.  (Fig. 7A)

· The major congregate programs were residential treatment (1,152 consumers), group homes (936 consumers), and short-term residential placement services (Stabilization and Rapid Reintegration, STARR)
 (223 consumers).  (Table 5C)

· The proportions of consumers in different types of residential care are shown for each region in Figure 8A.  The Western and Boston Regions had the highest proportions of consumers in group homes.  The proportion of consumers in residential treatment was most significant in both the Southeast and Northeast.  Children in STARR placements were more prevalent in the Central Region.  (Fig. 8A)

· The number of consumers in group homes was highest in the West.  The Northeast had the most consumers in residential treatment.  Central had the most children in the STARR program.  (Fig. 8B)

· Consumers in residential treatment were mostly situated in Chapter 766 facilities
 while the leading group home model was Regular.
  (Table 5C)
· From the 2nd Quarter of FY’2006 to the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, there was negligible change in the foster care population statewide.  Quarterly fluctuations at the regional level resulted in little overall change (Fig. 9).  
· From the 2nd Quarter of FY’2006 to the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, the congregate care population decreased 1% statewide.  Over this same period, regional changes ranged from a 13% decline in Metro to increases of 9% in both Central and Northeast.  The gains and losses among regions cancelled each other out when viewed at the state level.  (Fig. 10).  
All Placement Locations (Combined Count)
· At the end of the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, the statewide placement population was comprised of 52% boys and 48% girls.  Regionally, the gender difference showed little deviation from the state.  (Table 6A, Fig. 11A)

· Statewide, 60% of all consumers in placement were White, 19% were Black, 1% were Asian, less than 1% were Native American, and 4% were multi-racial.  Race was unspecified for 15% of the placement population.  (Table 6A, Fig. 11A)

· The proportion of minority consumers in placement was highest in the Boston Region.  (Table 6A)

· Of the total placement population, 25% (2,683 consumers) self-identified as being of Hispanic origin.  Hispanic consumers were most prevalent in the Western and Northeastern Regions.  (Table 6A, Fig. 11A)  
· Race was unspecified for a relatively large number of consumers in placement in the Western and Northeastern Regions.  These high values may be attributable to the large number of Hispanic consumers in placement, who may not self-identify with any of the racial categories.  (Table 6A)

· Adolescents were the largest age group in placement in each of the DSS Regions.  The proportion of adolescents ranged from 45% in both the Southeastern and Western Regions to 51% in the Boston Region.  (Table 6B)
· The number of young adults (18 years or older) in placement ranged from 142 in the Central Region to 289 in the Northeastern Region.  (Table 6B)  
· The most prominent service plan goals of consumers in placement were “Family Reunification” (31% of all consumers in placement) and “Adoption” (23%).  Regionally, the Southeast had the highest number and proportion of consumers in placement with a goal of reunifying the family.  The West had the highest number and proportion of consumers in placement with a goal of adoption.  (Table 6B, Fig. 11B)  

· Statewide, 39% of the placement population had been in continuous care
 for more than 2 years, 21% between 1 and 2 years, and 40% for 1 year or less.  (Table 6B, Fig. 11B)
· The Northeastern and Boston Regions had the highest proportions of consumers in continuous
 care for more than two years (42% in each region).  Metro had the highest proportion of consumers in care for one year or less (43%).  The Southeast and West had the largest numbers of consumers in care for one year or less (903 and 892, respectively).  The West had the largest number of consumers in care for more than two years (913).    (Table 6B)
· Tables 7A and 7B display the race and Hispanic origin of consumers in placement by their length of time in continuous care.  There was a tendency for a greater proportion of minority consumers to be in care for more than two years as compared to White consumers (45% for Asian, 43% for Black, 40% for Hispanic vs. 39% for White).  (Tables 7A and 7B)
· At the end of the 1st Quarter of FY’2007 (“snapshot” on 9/30/06), the median time in continuous care was 1.2 years and the median
 age was 12.6 years for all children less than 18 years old in placement.  Over the past 15 years, the median age of children in care has slowly increased while the median time in placement has been fairly stable.  (See table below).

Consumers in Placement with a Goal of Adoption

· Out of 2,461 consumers in placement with a goal of adoption, 1,457 (59%) were White, 402 (16%) were Black, 13 (1%) were Asian, and 167 (7%) were multi-racial.  Race was unspecified for 17%.  Twenty-eight percent (693) of all consumers in placement with a goal of adoption were of Hispanic origin.  (Tables 8A and 8B, Fig. 12A)
· The age distribution of 2,461 consumers in placement with a goal of adoption was: 26% age 0-2 years, 23% age 3-5 years, 36% age 6-11 years, and 15% age 12-17 years.  (Table 8C, Fig. 12A)

· Fifty-four percent of the consumers with a goal of adoption were male and 46% were female.  (Fig. 12A)
· Forty-eight percent of the consumers in placement with a goal of adoption had been in continuous placement for more than two years.  (Table 8D, Fig. 12A)

· Forty-three percent of the consumers in placement with a goal of guardianship had been in continuous placement for more than two years.  (Table 8D)

· There has been a decline in the number of children
 in placement with a goal of adoption since 1994 (peak value of 4,522).  In 1997, this group of “waiting” children fell below 4,000 for the first time since 1991.  In general, changes in the number of children with a goal of adoption have coincided with changes in the placement population.  (See table below)
· The proportion of “waiting” children reached its highest level in 1994 (35%).  Since 1994, the proportion of children with a goal of adoption has dropped to 26%.  (See table below)

· Of the 2,461 “waiting” consumers in placement with a goal of adoption, 42% were legally free for adoption.  Eighty percent of the freed children were matched to a permanent family.  (Fig. 12B)
· The age distribution for consumers legally free for adoption differed slightly from the age group distribution for all consumers with a goal of adoption (See below and Fig. 12A).  There is a tendency for older children to be freed. 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Case Intakes (Openings)

· Beginning with the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, a programming change was made in order to pick up case openings missed in prior reports (short-term openings and closings within the quarter).  This programming modification resulted in an increase of 317 case openings and 943 consumers with case openings (both counts are unduplicated) during the quarter.  Consequently, these intake statistics cannot be compared with previous quarters.  Monitoring for trends will need to proceed from this point forward (Fig. 14).
· During the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, there were 3,485 case openings (unduplicated) and 14,286 consumer openings (unduplicated).  Case openings include both new cases and cases that previously had been closed by DSS.  Consumers who entered the DSS system during the quarter include both members of new cases and new members of ongoing cases, as well as re-opened consumers (previously opened and closed).  (Tables 9A and 9B)

· Eighty-two percent of case intakes and 85% of consumer intakes were due to supported abuse/neglect reports.  (Tables 9A and 9B)
· Voluntary requests for services accounted for 9% of case intakes and 7% of consumer intakes.  (Tables 9A and 9B)
· CHINS referrals amounted to 6% of case intakes and 5% of consumer intakes.  (Tables 9A and 9B)
· The proportion of case openings by type of intake is presented for each region in Fig. 13.  Supported reports accounted for 77-86% of the total intakes for each region.  The Northeastern and Boston Regions had the largest proportions of CHINS referrals (9% each).  Voluntary requests were most significant in the Metro (13%) and Central (12%) Regions. (Fig. 13, Table 9A)
· The regional counts of CHINS referrals ranged from 16 (Metro) to 50 (Northeast).  Voluntary requests were highest in Metro (75 case openings).  Case intakes via supported reports of child maltreatment were most numerous in the Southeast and West.  The Southeast and West had the highest numbers of supported investigations during the 1st Quarter of FY’2007 (See Table 14 on page 50).  (Table 9A)

· Statewide and regionally, case openings are lowest in the 1st quarter.  (Fig. 14).  This quarterly trend in case openings is driven by reports and investigations.  Reports and investigations are lowest in the 1st quarter (summer vacation) then rise during the school year (Figs.  20 and 21 on page 52).

· During the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, 2,618 consumers started at least one placement and 2,121 consumers left at least one placement.
  These counts of placement dynamics do not include consumers who changed placements during the quarter.  (Tables 10 and 11) 

Entries to Placement

· Of those consumers who entered a placement setting during the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, 43% were first-time entrants and 57% were re-entrants.
  Regionally, the proportion of first-time entrants ranged from 35% in Boston to 48% in the Southeast.  (Table 10, Fig. 15)

· The largest proportions of consumers entering placement (first-time entrants and re-entrants combined) occurred in the West (23% of statewide entrants) and the Southeast (20%).  (Table 10)

· Across the state, 68% of all entrants were placed in foster care, 26% were placed in congregate care,
 and 6% were placed in non-referral locations.
  (Table 10) 
· Statewide, first-time entrants to placement were more likely than re-entrants to be placed in foster care.  Seventy-five percent of first-time entrants and 63% of re-entrants were placed in foster homes.  Conversely, 29% of re-entrants and 21% of first-time entrants were placed in congregate care.  (Table 10)

· Metro was the only region where re-entrants were evenly divided between foster care (94 consumers) and congregate care (90).  Compared to other regions, Metro placed a higher proportion of re-entrants (45%) into congregate care.  (Table 10, Fig. 16)

Exits from Placement

· Statewide, 60% of the consumers leaving a placement setting were returned home.  The proportion returned home ranged from 46% in Boston to 69% in the Northeast.  (Table 11)

· Statewide, 10% of consumers leaving placement were adopted, 9% were emancipated, and 6% were granted guardianships.  Regionally, the proportion of consumers adopted ranged from 5% in the West to 13% in the Southeast; emancipated consumers ranged from 5% in the Northeast to 15% in Boston; and consumers with guardianships ranged from 2% in the Northeast to 8% in the Southeast. 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From the 4th Quarter of FY’2006 to the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, both adoption subsidies and guardianship subsidies decreased 3%.  The declines in adoption and guardianship subsidies resulted from a concerted effort to close service referrals that were active but not disbursing funds. 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Foster Homes

· At the end of the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, there were 4,520 foster homes under the direct supervision of DSS.  Included in this total are kinship and child-specific (restricted) homes
 as well as unrestricted homes.
  Unrestricted foster homes accounted for 48% (2,192) of the foster home total while restricted foster homes amounted to 52% (2,328).  (Table 12A)
· From the 3rd Quarter of FY’1998 to 1st Quarter of FY’2007, restricted homes as a proportion of all foster homes gradually increased from 29% to 52%.  (See graph on next page)
· Statewide, 79% of foster parents in unrestricted homes were White and 61% were married.  (Tables 12A and 12C)
· Statewide, 74% of the foster parents in restricted homes were White and 51% were married.  (Tables 12A and 12C)
· Thirteen percent (593) of all foster homes were identified as Black (331 restricted and 262 unrestricted).  (Table 12A)
· Sixteen percent (701) of all foster homes were identified as Hispanic/Latino (348 restricted and 353 unrestricted).  (Table 12B)

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Child Maltreatment Reports, Investigations, and DA Referrals

Reports

· Statewide, 16,074 reports were recorded during the 1st Quarter of FY’2007.  Sixty-two percent of the reports were screened-in for investigation.  Eight percent of all reports were screened-in as emergencies.  (Table 13)

· Among regions, reports of child maltreatment were most numerous in the West (3,182) and Southeast (2,408).  The Judge Baker Children’s Center (hotline) recorded 3,918 reports.  Regional screen-in rates ranged from 55% in both the West and Metro to 66% in the Northeast.  The screen-in rate at the Judge Baker Children’s Center was 71%.  (Table 13 and Fig. 18)  

· The DSS Regions screened-in 1-3% of all reports as emergencies.  In contrast, emergency screen-ins accounted for 25% of the reports received by the Judge Baker Children’s Center Hotline.  (Table 13)

· Statewide, reports dropped 16% from the 4th Quarter of FY’2006 to the 1st Quarter of FY’2007.  Regional changes ranged from -16% in the Southeast to -24% in Metro.  Typically, report counts decline during the summer quarter (Q1) then rise during the school year quarters (Q2-Q4).  (Fig. 20)
Investigations

· The number of investigations completed during the 1st Quarter of FY’2007 was 8,591.
  Fifty-seven percent of the investigations resulted in a supported finding.  (Table 14)

· The Southeast conducted more investigations (1,759) than the other regions.  Regional support rates went from a low of 50% in the Northeast to a high of 61% in Metro.  Judge Baker staff achieved the highest support rate: 71% of the completed investigations (all emergencies) were supported.  (Table 14, Fig. 19)
· The Northeastern Region had the highest screen-in rate (66%) and the lowest support rate (50%).  Conversely, the Metro Region had the lowest screen-in rate (55%) and the highest support rate (61%).  (Table 14, Fig. 19)
· Statewide, investigations decreased 19% from the 4th Quarter of FY’2006 to the 1st Quarter of FY’2007.  Over the same period, regional changes in investigations ranged from -15% in the Southeast to -24% in Boston.   (Fig. 21)

· Sexual abuse accounted for 85% of the reasons for mandatory case referrals
 during the 1st Quarter of FY’2007 (Fig. 23, Table 15 on following pages).  Fourteen percent of the case referral reasons were for serious physical abuse. 
· Table 16 (on page 56) displays a breakdown of case referrals by type and county.  In general, the number of referrals was directly related to the population size
 for the county.  Referral counts were highest for the most populous counties, Middlesex, Worcester, Essex, and Suffolk.  Based on a comparison of county population estimates, Hampden (encompassing city of Springfield) and Berkshire Counties had higher numbers of referrals than expected.  Norfolk and Barnstable Counties had lower numbers of referrals than expected.

� Intensive Foster Care encompasses and expands upon services formerly known as “Contracted” foster care (Therapeutic, Diagnostic, Independent Living, Emergency Shelter, and Other models).  IFC programs provide therapeutic services and supports in a family-based placement setting to children and youth for whom a traditional foster care environment is not sufficiently supportive, who are transitioning from a residential/group home level of care and require the intensity of services available through this program, or who are being discharged from a hospital setting.

� Services will be focused on supporting a rapid reintegration or transition to a next placement.


� Chapter 766 includes facilities geared toward children/adolescents who require special needs educational services on-site.  These facilities are licensed by the Department of Education.


� Regular is comprised of programs that provide services in home-like settings with typically 8 to 12 children/adolescents in residence.
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� Length of stay in placement, as measured by a “point-in-time snapshot” of consumers residing in care, is not representative of all individuals who spend time in care during some specified period.  It is biased because consumers in continuous long-term placement are over-represented in “snapshot” counts and many others who enter and leave placement quickly are not counted at all.  
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� Continuous time in care is defined as the span of time from the child’s most recent placement entry to the Quarter End Date (September 30, 2006).


� Half of the children are younger than the median and half are older.


� Children are less than 18 years old.
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� Children are less than 18 years old.


� Children of any race who are Hispanic
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� Children are less than 18 years old.
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� For individuals with multiple entries and exits during the quarter, only the first entry and last exit were selected.


� Re-entrants are consumers who had been in placement at some point in the past.


� Congregate Care includes Group Home, Residential Treatment, and short-term residential placement (Stabilization and Rapid Reintegration, STARR).


� Non-referral locations include hospitals and other state agencies.
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� Foster homes provide formal, temporary out-of-home placement to children who are in the care/custody of DSS.  Foster families may be related or unrelated to the child.


� Child-specific and kinship placements occur (1) when a court orders a child to be placed in a specific foster home; or (2) when a child requires placement and the child or his/her parent(s) has proposed another home in which the child can be placed; or (3) when DSS places a child with relatives or with a caregiver who is known to the child’s family.  Placements in kinship and child-specific homes are limited to specified children.


� Unrestricted placements are those where DSS places a child with a non-relative foster family.  Unlike restricted homes (child specific and kinship), the unrestricted home is not limited to a particular child. 
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� The number of investigations is lower than the number of screened-in reports.  This occurs because an investigation may be associated to multiple reports on the same incident or by reports received on separate but closely occurring incidents.
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� Mandatory referrals to District Attorneys (and local law enforcement authorities) are made following a DSS investigation that results in a supported report of severe child maltreatment (sexual abuse, severe physical abuse, or death).  Mandatory referrals are also made when a maltreatment report is either screened-out or unsupported, on the basis that the alleged perpetrator did not meet the definition of caretaker, but the allegations match one of the aforementioned maltreatment categories.





� There are two categories of discretionary referrals: (1) DSS may immediately report cases of serious physical injury to the District Attorney; or (2) DSS may refer other matters involving possible criminal conduct (including but not limited to cases of abuse or neglect) to the District Attorney, regardless of whether the maltreatment report is supported or unsupported.


� A mandatory case referral may include more than one reason (i.e., more than one type of abuse).

� Not all DA referrals resulting from an allegation that a child’s death was due to abuse or neglect lead to an ultimate finding that the death was in fact due to abuse or neglect.
