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OBSERVATIONS

(Regional and Statewide)

Consumer and Case Counts

· At the end of the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, DCF had 25,866 open cases (1,807 adoption cases and 24,059 clinical cases).  A total of 86,371 consumers
 (41,187 adults and 45,184 children) were being served.  Case counts ranged from 3,308 in the Boston Region to 5,409 in the Southeastern Region.  (Table 1 on page 7)
· From the 1st Quarter to the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, consumer counts increased 2% and case counts rose 1%.  The consumer population typically drops in the summer quarter (Q1) then rises and levels off during the school quarters (Q2-Q4).  This seasonal pattern is related to the rise and fall of child abuse and neglect reports and investigations throughout the year.  (Figs. 1 and 2 on page 8, Figs. 20 and 21 on page 55)
· The number of children less than 18 years old in placement continues to decline (see table below).  There was a 3% drop in this placement group from the 1st Quarter to the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009.  The highest number of children less than 18 years old in placement was recorded in 1995 (13,302, see below).  
· The 87,176 consumers in the 4th quarter of FY’2008 was the highest count recorded in the past 26 years (see table below).  This peak value can be attributed to: a prolonged growth in the numbers of adults 18 years or older, and youth 18 years or older in placement; and a more recent surge in children not in placement.

Consumers in Placement

· There were 10,356 individuals in placement on the last day of the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009.  Included in this count are 8,729 children (less than 18 years old) and 1,627 young adults (18 to 23 years old).  (Table 1)

· The placement population was distributed across DCF service regions as follows: 21% in the Western Region, 19% in the Southeastern Region, 17% in the Northeastern Region, 15% in the Central Region, 13% in the Metro Region, and 13% in the Boston Region.  (Table 1)

· Statewide, 19% (or 8,729) of all children (less than 18 years old) with open cases were in placement.  The regional statistics for children in placement as a proportion of all children receiving services were: 20% in the West, 20% in Central, 20% in Metro, 18% in the Southeast, 18% in the Northeast, and 18% in Boston.  (Table 2 on page 9)

· Of all children less than 18 years old receiving services, the Pittsfield, Greenfield, Coastal, and Fall River Area Offices had the highest proportions in placement.  The lowest proportions of children in placement were found at the Plymouth, Van Wart, Harbor, Malden, and Brockton Area Offices.  (Table 2)

· From the 1st Quarter to the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, the number of children in placement dropped 3% statewide.  Regional declines ranged from -1% in both Boston and Central to -5% in both Metro and the Northeast.  In the past, decreases in quarterly counts of children in placement occurred most often in the 1st and 4th quarters.  (Fig. 3 on page 10) 

Children Not in Placement

· At the end of the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, there were 36,455 children less than 18 years old with an active case status who were not in placement.  From the 1st Quarter to the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, counts of children not in placement increased 3% statewide.  Regional increases ranged from 1% in the Northeast to 4% in the West.  Quarterly counts of children not in placement display a fluctuating pattern with a distinct drop during the first quarter (summer vacation).  (Fig. 4 on page 10)  
Age, Sex, Race, Hispanic Origin and Preferred Language of Consumers

· On the last day of the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, the consumer population included 45,184 (52%) children less than 18 years old and 41,187 (48%) adults 18 years or older.  Fifty-two percent of all consumers were identified as female, 47% as male, and 1% were unspecified as of the run-date.  Thirty-six percent (16,079) of all children were adolescents (12 to 17 years old).  (Table 1, Fig. 5 on page 11)
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· Forty-eight percent of all children receiving DCF services were female.  In contrast, 56% of all adults receiving services were female.  (Fig. 5)
· The statewide caseload was comprised of 56% White, 16% Black, 2% Asian, 3% Multi-Racial, and less than 1% Native American consumers.  The category “Unable to Determine” was recorded for 15% of consumers.  Selection of “Unable to Determine” for race often coincides with self-identification as Hispanic/Latino.  Race was not recorded (missing) for 9% of consumers.  (Table 3A on page 12, Figs. 6A and 6B on page 13)
· Of the total consumer population, 25% (21,161 consumers) were of Hispanic origin.  Regionally, the highest proportions (and numbers) of Hispanic consumers were in the West and Northeast.  Hispanic origin could not be determined for 4% of DCF consumers.  Hispanic origin was not recorded (missing) for 13% of DCF consumers.  (Table 3B on page 12, Figs. 6C and 6D on page 14)
· The Boston Region’s caseload was comprised of 46% Black and 21% White consumers (5,079 and 2,365 consumers, respectively).  Asians were most prominent in the Northeast--6% of the caseload (897 consumers, mainly Cambodian).  (Table 3A, Figs. 6A and 6B)
· The West, Northeast, Central, and Boston Regions had the highest numbers (and proportions) of consumers who were Hispanic/Latino and whose race could not be   determined.  (Figs. 3A and 3B) 
3
· A racial comparison of children receiving various services from DCF to children residing in Massachusetts is displayed in the Table A.  Black children and Hispanic children are over-represented at all stages in the DCF system.  However, the actual extent of racial and ethnic disproportionality is not known given the number of children whose race and/or ethnicity has not been recorded.  Additionally, this comparison of statewide statistics does not take into consideration the significant differences in racial and ethnic composition among communities across the state.

Preferred Language of Consumers

· The Western, Northeastern, and Boston Regions had the highest proportions (and numbers) of Spanish-speaking consumers, 7% (1,296 consumers), 8% (1,199), and 10% (1,050), respectively.  Khmer (Cambodian) was the preferred language of 331 DCF consumers (<1%).  Khmer-speaking consumers were mainly concentrated in the Northeast.  Other languages and their regions of highest prevalence were Portuguese (Southeast and Metro), Haitian Creole (Metro and Boston), Vietnamese (Boston), Cape Verdean Creole (Boston and Southeast), Chinese (Metro), and Lao (Northeast).  (Table 4 on page 15)
· From 1987 to 1997, there were substantial increases in consumers whose preferred languages were Khmer, Lao, Haitian Creole, Vietnamese, and Spanish.  In the following decade (1997-2007), there were declines in consumers from all of these language groups.  Although there was a decline in consumers with these preferred /primary languages, there was not a decline in DCF consumers from these ethnic groups.  As with all immigrant groups, their children become fluent in English.  The new immigrant communities continue to grow, but as time passes those who are fluent in their native language make up a smaller proportion of their community.   (See table below)

· From June 2007 to December 2008, there was a surge in the numbers of consumers in the following language groups: Spanish 13%, Portuguese 13%, Haitian Creole 25%, Cape Verdean Creole 36%, Chinese 46%, and Lao 115% (See table below).  The large increases in some of the language groups may reflect a greater effort being made to identify and record the preferred language of these consumers.  During this period, the count of total consumers increased 10% (mostly due to English-speaking consumers).

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Profile of Consumers in Placement
 
Foster and Congregate Care

· There were 7,784 consumers in foster care and 2,142 consumers in congregate care
 on the last day of the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009.  Foster care populations were highest in the Western and Southeastern Regions.  The number of consumers in congregate care was greatest in the Southeastern, Metro, and Northeastern Regions.    (Table 5A on page 24)

· The largest age group in foster care was 12-17 years (29-35% range across regions).    Among regions, the West, Southeast, and Northeast had the highest numbers of adolescents in foster care, 573, 448, and 434, respectively.  (Table 5A)

· Adolescents were the primary age group in congregate care, ranging from 65% to 75% across the regions.  The Southeastern and Metro Regions had the largest adolescent populations in congregate care, 315 and 310, respectively.  (Table 5A)

· Consumers in “Other” placement locations
 were primarily adolescents (73-84% regional range).  (Table 5A)

· There were 2,031 consumers in “Intensive” foster care
 (IFC) and 5,753 consumers in “Departmental” foster care.  Departmental foster care was separated into unrestricted (37% of consumers), kinship (32%), child specific (10%), pre-adoptive (8%), and independent living (13%).  (Table 5B on page 25)

· The West (439), Northeast (356), and Southeast (333) had the highest numbers of consumers in IFC. (Table 5B).

· A breakdown of Departmental foster care showed  the West had the largest number of consumers in unrestricted, child-specific, and pre-adoptive foster care.  The Southeast had the most consumers in kinship care.  Consumers in independent living were highest in the Northeast.  (Fig. 7B on page 27, Table 5B)
· The proportions of consumers in different types of departmental foster care are displayed for each region in Figure 7A.  Consumers in unrestricted homes were most prevalent in the West.  Metro, Central, and Southeast had the largest proportions of consumers in kinship homes.  Consumers in child-specific homes were most evident in Central.  The Metro and Western Regions had the highest proportions of consumers in pre-adoptive homes.  Consumers in independent living were proportionally higher in the Northeast as compared to the other regions.  (Fig. 7A on page 27)

· The major congregate care programs were group homes (929 consumers), residential (885), and short-term residential placement services (Stabilization and Rapid Reintegration also known as STARR)
 (328 consumers).  (Table 5C on page 26)

· The proportions of consumers in different types of congregate care are shown for each region in Figure 8A.  The Northeastern and Western Regions had the highest proportions of consumers in group homes.  The proportion of consumers in residential placements was most significant in Boston.  Children in STARR placements were more prevalent in the Southeastern Region.  (Fig. 8A on page 28)

· The number of consumers in group homes was highest in the Northeast.  The Southeast and Metro had the most consumers in residential.  The Southeast had the most children in the STARR program.  (Fig. 8B on page 28)
· Consumers in the residential program were mostly situated in Residential schools.
  (Table 5C)
· The primary models in the group home program were behavioral treatment residence (BTR) (384 consumers), group home (375), and independent living (170).  (Table 5C)

· From the 1st Quarter to the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, there was a statewide decrease of 2% in foster care children and a decrease of 2% in congregate care children.
  Regionally, the largest decline in the foster care population occurred in both the Northeastern and Metro Regions (-4% each).  Metro and Central had the most significant drops in congregate care children (-4% each).  (Figs. 9 and 10 on page 29).  
· Declines in the numbers of consumers in placement, foster care, and congregate care most often occur in the 4th and 1st quarters.  Seasonal variation is not the only contributing factor.  Counts of placement children have shown a steady decline since at least 2003 (See table on page 1).  In contrast, declines in quarterly counts of children not in placement and total consumers (adults and children) occur predominantly in the 4th quarter.  This seasonal decline coincides with the pattern for reports, investigations, and case intakes via child maltreatment.

All Placement Locations (Combined Counts)

· At the end of the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, the statewide placement population was comprised of 52% boys and 48% girls.  Regionally, the gender difference showed little deviation from the state (Table 6A on page 30, Fig. 11A on page 32).  The proportions of male and female children in the placement population were similar to the general population.

· Statewide, 58% of all consumers in placement were White, 20% were Black, 2% were Asian, less than 1% were Native American, and 5% were multi-racial.  Race could not be determined for 14% of the placement population.  (Table 6A, Fig. 11A)

· The proportion of minority consumers in placement, as with the local population, was highest in the Boston Region.  (Table 6A)

· Of the total placement population, 25% (2,601 consumers) self-identified as being of Hispanic origin.  Hispanic consumers were most prevalent in the Northeastern and Western Regions.  (Table 6A, Fig. 11A)  
· Race could not be determined for a relatively large number of consumers in placement in the Western, Northeastern, Central, and Boston Regions.  These high values may be attributable to the large number of Hispanic consumers in placement, who may not self-identify with any of the racial categories.  (Table 6A)

· Adolescents were the largest age group in placement in each of the DCF Regions.  The proportion of adolescents ranged from 38% to 45%.  (Table 6B on page 31)
· The number of young adults (18 years or older) in placement ranged from 172 in the Central Region to 364 in the Northeastern Region.  (Table 6B)  
· The most prominent service plan goals of consumers in placement were Family Reunification (34% of all consumers in placement), Adoption (23%), and Alternative Planned Permanent Living Arrangement
 (APPLA) (22%).  Regionally, the Southeast and West had the highest numbers of consumers in placement with a goal of reunifying the family.  The West had the highest number of consumers in placement with a goal of adoption.  The Northeast had the most consumers in placement with a goal of APPLA.  (Table 6B, Fig. 11B on page 33)  
· The remaining service plan goals were: Permanent Care with Kin
 (7% of all consumers in placement), Guardianship (6%), and Stabilization of Family (5%).
· On 12/31/2008, 37% of the statewide placement population had a length of stay of 2 or more years
, 21% had been in continuous care between 1 and 2 years, and 42% for 1 year or less.  (Table 6B, Fig. 11B)
· The Northeast had the highest proportion of consumers in continuous care 
 for more than two years (40%).  Central had the highest proportion of consumers in care for one year or less (48%).  The West and Southeast had the largest numbers of consumers in care for one year or less (906 and 877, respectively).  The West had the largest number of consumers in care for more than two years (785).    (Table 6B)
· Tables 7A and 7B display the race and Hispanic origin of consumers in placement by their length of time in continuous care.  There was a tendency for a greater proportion of Black consumers to be in care for more than two years as compared to other races (39% for Black vs. 37% for White, 36% for Hispanic, 33% for Unable to Determine, 30% for Multi-Racial).  (Tables 7A and 7B on page 34)
· At the end of the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009 (“snapshot” on 12/31/08), the median time in continuous care was 1.1 years and the median
 age was 11.9 years for all children less than 18 years old in placement.  (See table below)

· Over the past 17 years, the median age of children in care rose from 9 to 12 years while median time in placement remained fairly stable (1.6 to 1.1 years).  Median age of children in placement rose from 11.7 years on September 2008 to 11.9 years on December 2008.  The minor change in median age had no effect on the median length of time in care—1.1 years.  (See table below)

· Among White, Black, and Hispanic consumers in placement, there was little difference in the proportion with a goal of “Family Reunification” (30-35%) (Tables 8A and 8B on page 35).  However, there was a greater proportion of Black consumers with a goal of “Alternative Planned Permanent Living Arrangement” (APPLA) and a lower proportion with a goal of  “Adoption” as compared to White and Hispanic consumers—28% Black vs. 22% White and  21% Hispanic for APPLA; 19% Black vs. 24% White and 22% Hispanic for adoption.
Consumers in Placement with a Goal of Adoption

· Out of 2,374 consumers in placement with a goal of adoption, 1,428 (60%) were White, 405 (17%) were Black, 16 (1%) were Asian, 5 (<1%) were Native American, and 197 (8%) were multi-racial.  Race could not be determined for 322 (14%) consumers.  Twenty-four percent (581) of all consumers in placement with a goal of adoption were of Hispanic origin.  (Tables 8A and 8B, Fig. 12A on page 37)
· The age distribution of 2,374 consumers in placement with a goal of adoption was: 26% age 0-2 years, 23% age 3-5 years, 36% age 6-11 years, and 15% age 12-17 years.  (Table 8C on page 36, Fig. 12A)
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· Fifty-three percent of the consumers with a goal of adoption were male and 47% were female.  (Fig. 12A)
· Forty-five percent of the consumers in placement with a goal of adoption had been in continuous placement for more than two years.  (Table 8D on page 36, Fig. 12A)

· Forty-six percent of the consumers in placement with a goal of guardianship had been in continuous placement for more than two years.  (Table 8D)

· There has been a decline in the number of children
 in placement with a goal of adoption since 1994 (peak value of 4,522).  In 1997, this group of “waiting” children fell below 4,000 for the first time since 1991.  In 2001, the group of “waiting” children dropped below 3,000.  Over the years, changes in the number of children with a goal of adoption have often coincided with changes in the placement population.  (See table below)
· The proportion of “waiting” children reached its highest level in 1994 (35%).  Since 2001, the proportion of children with a goal of adoption has been fluctuating between 25-29%.  (See table below)

· Of the 2,374 “waiting” consumers in placement with a goal of adoption, 39% were legally free for adoption.  Seventy-six percent of the freed children were matched to a permanent family.  (Fig. 12B on page 38) 
· The adolescent age group had the highest proportion of children who were legally free for adoption (see table below).  The larger proportion of adolescents legally free is a reflection of the difficulty in achieving adoptions for older children.  The younger children who are legally free are being adopted while the adolescents who are legally free are “stuck” in placement.  A separate analysis of children adopted in FY’2008 showed that the proportion of older children (12-17 years old) who were adopted accounted for only 8% of all adoptions.  The amount of time from being legally freed to adoption is much longer for these older children.

· Of those children who were not legally free for adoption (61%), 63% were matched to permanent families (Fig. 12B).

· The Boston and Southeastern Regions had the highest proportions (55% and 53%, respectively) of “waiting” children who were legally free for adoption.  The proportion of legally free children ranged from 27% in Metro to 55% in Boston.  (Fig. 12C on page 39)
· The Metro and Western Regions had the highest proportions of “waiting” children who were matched to a permanent family (82% and 80%, respectively).  The proportion of children matched to a permanent family ranged from 52% in the Northeast to 82% in Metro.  Matching a child to an adoptive family can occur before, during, or after the legal proceedings to free a child for adoption.  (Fig. 12D on page 39)

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Case Intakes (Openings)

· Beginning with the 1st Quarter of FY’2007, a programming change was made in order to pick up case openings missed in prior reports (short-term openings and closings within the quarter).  Consequently, these intake statistics cannot be compared with quarters prior to the 1st Quarter of FY’2007.  Monitoring for trends should begin with the 1st Quarter of FY’2007.
· During the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, there were 4,329 case openings (unduplicated) and 17,394 consumer openings (unduplicated).  Case openings include both new cases and cases that previously had been closed by DCF.  Consumers who entered the DCF system during the quarter include both members of new cases and new members of ongoing cases, as well as re-opened consumers (previously opened and closed).  (Tables 9A and 9B on page 41)

· Eighty-six percent of case intakes and 89% of consumer intakes were due to supported abuse/neglect reports.  (Tables 9A and 9B)
· Voluntary requests for services accounted for 7% of case intakes and 5% of consumer intakes.  (Tables 9A and 9B)
· CHINS referrals amounted to 5% of case intakes and 4% of consumer intakes.  (Tables 9A and 9B)  It should be noted that the CHINS consumer counts include CHINS children, adult caretakers, and oftentimes non-CHINS siblings.

· The proportion of case openings by type of intake is presented for each region in Fig. 13.  Supported reports accounted for 84-90% of the total intakes for each region.  CHINS referrals ranged from 2-8% of the total intakes for each region.  Voluntary requests were highest in the Central Region (11%).  (Fig. 13 on page  42, Table 9A)
· Counts of CHINS referrals were highest in the West and Boston (47 and 46 case openings, respectively).  Voluntary requests were highest in Central (71).  Case intakes via supported reports of child maltreatment were most numerous in the West (783) and Southeast (781).  (Table 9A).  The Southeast and West had the highest numbers of supported investigations during the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009 (See Table 14 on page 53).  
· Statewide (and often regionally), case openings are lowest in the 1st quarter.  (Fig. 14 on page 42).  This quarterly trend in case openings is driven by reports and investigations.  Reports and investigations are lowest in the 1st quarter (summer vacation) then rise during the school year (Figs.  20 and 21 on page 55).

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Consumers Entering and Leaving Placement during the Quarter

· During the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, 1,939 consumers entered placement and 2,230 consumers left placement.
  These counts of placement dynamics do not include consumers who changed placements during the quarter.  (Tables 10 and 11 on page 45) 
· There were 1% fewer consumers entering care in the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009 compared to the 1st Quarter of FY’2009.  
· The difference in consumers leaving placement during the 1st and 2nd Quarters of FY’2009 was less than 1%.  
Entries to Placement

· Of those consumers who entered a placement setting during the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, 62% were first-time entrants and 38% were re-entrants.
  Regionally, the proportion of first-time entrants ranged from 59% in the West to 68% in Central.  (Table 10, Fig. 15 on page 46)

· The 1,939 entrants to placement (first-time entrants and re-entrants combined) were distributed across regions as follows: 22% (West), 19% (Southeast), 17% (Northeast), 16% (Central), 14% (Metro), and 12% (Boston).  (Table 10)

· Across the state, 71% of all entrants were placed in foster care, 24% were placed in congregate care,
 and 5% were placed in non-referral locations.
  
· Regionally, the proportion of all entrants placed in foster care ranged from 57% in the Northeast to 84% in the West.  In contrast, the proportion of all entrants placed in congregate care ranged from 12% in the West to 36% in both the Northeast and Metro.  (Table 10, Fig. 16 on page 46) 
· Statewide, first-time entrants to placement were more likely than re-entrants to be placed in foster care.  Seventy-seven percent of first-time entrants and 60% of re-entrants were placed in foster care.  Conversely, 33% of re-entrants and 19% of first-time entrants were placed in congregate care.  (Table 10)
Exits from Placement

· Statewide, 63% of the consumers leaving a placement setting were returned home.  The proportion returned home ranged from 54% in Boston to 69% in the Northeast.  (Table 11)

· Statewide, 12% of consumers leaving placement were adopted, 10% were emancipated, and 6% were granted guardianships.  (Table 11)

· Regionally, the proportion of consumers leaving placement who were adopted ranged from 8% in the Northeast to 16% in Central.  The proportion emancipated ranged from 8% in Central to 12% in both the Northeast and Metro.  The proportion granted guardianships ranged from 4% in the West, Southeast, and Northeast to 14% in Boston.  (Table 11)

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From the 1st Quarter to the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, adoption subsidies declined 3% and guardianship subsidies decreased 4%.  Typically, adoption subsidies increase about 1% each quarter while guardianship subsidies mostly fluctuate around 1-2% (See table below).  The declines in adoption and guardianship subsidies during the 1st Quarter of FY’2007 and the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009 resulted from a clean up of service referrals—a closing of service referrals that were not actively paying out.

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Foster Homes

· At the end of the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, there were 4,460 foster homes under the direct supervision of DCF.  Included in this total are kinship and child-specific (restricted) homes
 as well as unrestricted homes.
  There was a nearly equal number of restricted (2,215) and unrestricted (2,245) foster homes.  (Table 12A on page 50)
· At the end of the 3rd Quarter of FY’1998, 29% of all DCF foster homes were restricted homes.  Restricted homes as a proportion of all foster homes gradually reached a level of 52% in the 2nd Quarter of FY’2004.  Restricted homes remained at 52-53% until the 3rd Quarter of FY’2007.  From the 3rd Quarter of FY’2007 through the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009, the proportion of restricted homes fluctuated between 50% and 51%.  (See graph on next page)
· Statewide, 79% of foster parents in unrestricted homes were White and 62% were married.  (Table 12A, Table 12C on page 51)
· Statewide, 72% of the foster parents in restricted homes were White and 52% were married.  (Tables 12A and 12C)
· Twelve percent (542) of all foster homes were identified as Black (273 restricted and 269 unrestricted).  (Table 12A)
· Fifteen percent (664) of all foster homes were identified as Hispanic/Latino (319 restricted and 345 unrestricted).  (Table 12B on page 50)

DCF Geographic Region
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Child Maltreatment Reports, Investigations, and DA Referrals

Reports

· Statewide, 19,120 reports were recorded during the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009.  Sixty-six percent of the reports were screened-in for investigation.  Seven percent of all reports were screened-in as emergencies.  (Table 13 on page 53)

· Among regions, reports of child maltreatment were most numerous in the West (3,666) and Southeast (2,851).  The Judge Baker Children’s Center (hotline) recorded 4,645 reports.  Regional screen-in rates ranged from 58% in Metro to 73% in Boston.  The screen-in rate at the Judge Baker Children’s Center was 70%.  (Table 13, Fig. 18 on page 54)  

· The DCF Regions screened-in 1-5% of all reports as emergencies.  In contrast, emergency screen-ins accounted for 23% of the reports received by the Judge Baker Children’s Center Hotline.  (Table 13)

· Statewide, reports rose 4% from the 1st Quarter to the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009.  Regional changes ranged from 5% in both the West and Central to 24% in Metro.  Typically, report counts decline during the summer quarter (Q1) then rise during the school year quarters (Q2-Q4).  (Fig. 20 on page 55)
Investigations

· The number of investigations completed during the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009 was 11,439.
  Fifty-six percent of the investigations resulted in supported allegations of maltreatment.  (Table 14 on page 53)

· The Southeast and West conducted more investigations (2,299 and 2,187, respectively) than the other regions.  Regional support rates went from a low of 52% in the Northeast to a high of 58% in both the West and Central.  Judge Baker staff achieved the highest support rate: 76% of the completed investigations (all emergencies) were supported.  (Table 14, Fig. 19 on page 54)
· Statewide, investigations increased 10% from the 1st Quarter to the 2nd Quarter of FY’2009.  Over the same period, regional changes in investigations ranged from 8% in the Southeast to 24% in and Metro.   (Fig. 21 on page 55)

· Table 16 (on page 60) displays a breakdown of case referrals by type and child’s county of residence.  In general, referral counts were highest for the most populous counties, Essex, Suffolk, Middlesex, and Worcester.  Based on a comparison of county estimates
 for children less than 18 years old, Norfolk County had a lower number of referrals than expected while Berkshire and Hampden (encompasses the city of Springfield) had higher numbers of referrals than expected.

· Table 17 (on page 60) shows mandatory case referral reasons and child’s county of residence.  Worcester, Essex, Suffolk, and Middlesex Counties accounted for 64% of the mandatory case referrals for sexual abuse (includes sexual assault and sexual exploitation).  The same four counties accounted for 76% of the mandatory case referrals for serious physical abuse.

These selection criteria exclude consumers not in placement who have an active case status that is pending the outcome of an investigation.

� Goal provides children with a committed, nurturing, and lifelong relationship in a licensed kinship family setting.

� Unrestricted placements are those where DCF places a child with a non-relative foster family.  Unlike restricted homes (child specific and kinship), the unrestricted home is not limited to a particular child.

� The number of investigations is lower than the number of screened-in reports.  This occurs because an investigation may be associated to multiple reports on the same incident or by reports received on separate but closely occurring incidents.

� Mandatory referrals to District Attorneys (and local law enforcement authorities) are made following a DCF investigation that results in a supported report of severe child maltreatment (sexual abuse, severe physical abuse, or death).  Mandatory referrals are also made when a maltreatment report is either screened-out or unsupported, on the basis that the alleged perpetrator did not meet the definition of caretaker, but the allegations match one of the aforementioned maltreatment categories.





� There are two categories of discretionary referrals: (1) DCF may immediately report cases of serious physical injury to the District Attorney; or (2) DCF may refer other matters involving possible criminal conduct (including but not limited to cases of abuse or neglect) to the District Attorney, regardless of whether the maltreatment report is supported or unsupported.
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� A mandatory case referral may include more than one reason (i.e., more than one type of abuse).


� Not all DA referrals resulting from an allegation that a child’s death was due to abuse or neglect lead to an ultimate finding that the death was in fact due to abuse or neglect.  DCF publishes an annual report of child fatalities that includes an analysis of child deaths due to abuse or neglect.
