Note: While not required, as of October 2010, the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) recommends anyone
up to 21 years of age who is entering college receive a dose of meningococcal conjugate vaccine within 5 years before
enrollment, particularly if they are new residential students. College students who do not live in campus-related housing and
want to reduce their risk for meningococcal disease may also choose to be vaccinated, though it is not required.
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
