I would like to offer comments on your proposed regulation to mandate flu immunizations for health care workers, and require the wearing of masks during flu season for those who manage to exempt themselves from the general rule.

I am unable to present in person at your hearing, and therefore am submitting these comments in hopes they will be considered and placed into the record.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Simply put, it is unethical to require any person to submit to a medical procedure they do not wish to for any reason, as it requires in many cases it offends the personal religious, ethical, or philosophical beliefs of the person being coerced. It also places management and line staff at enmity with each other - which is contrary to patient safety and interests. In cases where you are dealing with patients who are fragile, masking and other precautions should apply across the board for all in contact with them - not just for specific persons. Requiring masks of the unvaccinated employee is a disclosure of that persons protected health information, and can offend religious beliefs, as hypocrites wore masks, and many Christians (including Mormons, Church of God, and others) understand that to wear a mask (especially one that serves no good purpose) is to literally and figuratively act as a play actor or hypocrite when you take the relevant scriptures back to the original languages. Even the CDC admits masks are less than effectual, and certainly when a worker is not within 6 feet of a patient they are pointless - except to hold the wearer up to scorn and ridicule by those who "drink the koolaide" of immunization policy. All of this is contrary to law, and will lead to EEOC charges and lawsuits in many cases, further driving up the cost of healthcare and diverting time and effort away from patient care.

Flu shots are essentially experiments, as each year they change and this years has proven to be a flop, except, perhaps, to those marketing them - and their allies in the etheric policy regions, who are the strongest advocates pushing all this.

The Nuremberg Code prohibits forcing or coercing people to submit to medical procedures, and it is a crime against Humanity to have a part in those activities.
Lastly, an employee who is coerced into accepting a immunization is forced to accept the risks of that shot without compensation or any guarantee that any side effects will be covered by Workman's Compensation. Their sole remedy is to bring action before the Vaccine Injury Court, where their claims will be fought by taxpayer funded attorneys - which is unethical and downright maddening, since those lawyers should be fighting for the rights of those paying their salaries - who ought to be their clients, not their adversaries. 

We cry out for choice when it comes to reproductive rights, how about choice when it comes to what is injected into the blood of human beings - including those with child in many cases?

The current craze to force the unwilling to submit to immunizations pushed by Big Pharma will, in time, be seen in exactly the same light as forced sterilizations, lobotomies, and other barbaric practices of the past. Significant numbers of highly educated medical staff are saying no to these procedures, there must be a good reason.


For the above, I ask you to vote against the madness of mandatory flu shots, masks for unvaccinated workers, and all non-consensual medical procedures.
