These amendments will not allow sugary snacks back into schools but will give students a better variety of healthy a
I have been a food service director for 29 years in Massachusetts and I have been so proud of all of the changes that have and continue to occur to help children eat healthy and have enough food to last them the entire day.  Many of my students arrive early in the morning and are here until 6pm with sports, clubs and music.  I have always been an advocate of getting more calcium into our students as many still do not take milk.  With the limits placed on frozen ice cream the options of products that contained calcium were basically all eliminated.  I also believe that nutrition standards should be consistent throughout the country as the children in Massachusetts and the children in Georgia should be offered the same options.  It also will make it much more competitive with industry if they could focus their funds on new product development and not nutrition standards for every state and trying to comply with each one.

Please move back to the weighted averages, keep nutrition always in the forefront of all decisions and thank all of the many organizations who continue to guide us all in providing healthy food to the children in Massachusetts and across the country.
