The following pharmacies all have at least one pharmacist who has been specially trained to screen, counsel and provide Emergency Contraception directly to women of all ages (including teens) at the pharmacy.  If you are under 17 or do not have identification with proof of age, it’s a good idea to call the pharmacy in advance to find out if that specially trained pharmacist is working. If not, you can always ask if an over-the-counter method is available, ask your doctor, or get EC at low or no cost from a family planning clinic near you.
