B. Proposed Revision Advisory Ruling 0801: Withholding Initiation of CPR in LTC 

DISCUSSION:

Motion by K. Gehly, seconded by B. Levin and voted unanimously to:
1. Find that the AHA CPR guidelines (2010) are consistent with those reviewed in 2008 by the Board, noting that the 2010 AHA guidelines have changed the exemption related to rescuer safety to read “situations where attempts to perform CPR would place the rescuer at risk of serious injury or mortal peril”.

2. Retain the Board’s 2008 position that, in the context of practice in a Massachusetts long-term care facility with 24-hour skilled nursing staff on duty, current practice standards require the initiation of CPR when a patient or resident has experienced a cardiac arrest except when the patient or resident has: 

a. A current, valid Do Not Resuscitate (DNR) order; OR
b. Signs of irreversible death (e.g. decapitation, decomposition, rigor mortis, dependent lividity).
3. Revise Advisory Ruling 0801:

a. Incorporate the Nursing Competencies Related to the Advisory Ruling on the Initiation and Withholding of Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation in Massachusetts into Advisory Ruling 0801: Advisory Ruling on the Initiation and Withholding of Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation in Massachusetts Long-term Care Facilities with 24-hour Skilled Nursing Staff on Duty to create an inclusive document;

b. Create a new section entitled Nursing Documentation, relocating the minimum nursing documentation requirements from the Nursing Assessment section;  

c. Update the citations for Advisory Ruling 0801: Advisory Ruling on the Initiation and Withholding of Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation in Massachusetts Long-term Care Facilities with 24-hour Skilled Nursing Staff on Duty; 

d. Include, as a third condition to not require the initiation of CPR when a patient or resident has experienced a cardiac arrest, “situations where attempts to perform CPR would place the rescuer at risk of serious injury or mortal peril”, consistent with the American Heart Association 2010 CPR guidelines; and

e. Shorten the AR title to Advisory Ruling 0801: Withholding Initiation of Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation in Long-term Care Facilities.
Additionally, the Board found the first paragraph under “Nursing Competency Related to Advisory Ruling” unclear and redundant and requested its removal from the Advisory Ruling.

B.  Members reviewed J. Pelletier’s previously distributed memo.
C.  Members reviewed J. Pelletier’s previously distributed memo and noted the passing standard for the 
     NCLEX –RN is being raised from -0.16 to 0.0 logits effective April 1, 2013 in conjunction with the 
     implementation of the 2013 NCLEX-RN Test Plan.  

D. Members reviewed J. Pelletier’s previously distributed memo and supporting documents from  

     NCSBN.  It was noted that: “Client Needs” structure is retained as the framework for the 2014

     NCLEX-PN Test Plan; the percentage of test items allocated to each “Client Need” subcategory has   

     been revised; and some of the content listings within each of the proposed test plan 
     categories/subcategories are revised, and new content listings are added.
E. Members reviewed the table summarizing the 2008-2012 NCLEX pass rates for Board approved  
     nursing education  programs with a 2012 NCLEX pass rate less than 80% for first-time writers, noting 
     Anna Maria College discontinued the ADN program, effective August 2012, and established a generic 
     Baccalaureate Degree nursing program and Bay State College was granted Initial Approval July 14, 
     2010.  All other programs with a 2012 NCLEX pass rate of less than 80% were not identified as 
     having demonstrated an ongoing pattern of less than 80% first-time writer pass rates.
F. Members reviewed the Annual Report Summary Data; Admission, Enrollment, and Graduation 
     Numbers reported by SONs; and the 2013 Survey Schedule for those programs eligible for a 6.06(1)    

     wavier of an on-site survey in lieu of the accreditation survey by CCNE or NLNAC.
G. 1. Members reviewed J. Pelletier’s previously distributed compliance report and SSU’s Corrective 
     Action Plan.  E. Eaton, was present to answer member questions.  Members noted the program 
     initiated actions to improve the NCLEX-RN pass rate prior to 2012.  The Program identified several 
     strategies to address decreasing NCLEX-RN pass rates of first-time writers, including, but not limited 
     to:  Continued use of standardized testing, however utilizing a new company, Assessment 
     Technologies Institute (ATI) Increasing the pass grade for nursing courses, specifically “C+”; Return 
     to the program policy of allowing only one nursing course failure; and Faculty development in the 
     area of item writing and test construction.

G.2. The NCLEX-RN pass rates for 2010 and 2011 were 76% and 77% respectively.  The Program 
     identified that the drop in NCLEX pass rates that began in 2010 coincided with the change to the Test 
     Plan.  Several actions to improve the NCLEX-RN pass rate that are discussed in the Remediation Plan, 
     including but not limited to: The passing grade for nursing courses was raised from a “C-“ to a “C”; 
     Decreasing the number of failing credits from 12 to 9 for dismissal from the program; and Increased 
     rigor in the use of the Grade Appeal policy.
