I feel strongly that such a budget cut would hinder those of us that can not afford the services and device assistance provided by the Massachusetts Commission for the Blind. 
I am a working, single mother with twin nine-year-old boys.  As such, I can not afford the CCTV that my son needs at home in order to do homework. I appreciate the help with the necessary prescription glasses.  My visually impaired son has as much of a right to succeed in school and in life as my other son or any other child.  With the aid of the MCB, I am able to provide that opportunity for him. I fear for his future if these services and devices are cut from the budget.  
I hope that you can sympathize with this need, and agree that he deserves the opportunity to continue to thrive in our community.  Please do not cut this funding from your budget, as I am sure several other families and children will be in a similarly dire situation if you do.
