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Procedural History

requested that the Board grant him a variance from 780 CMR 904.4, for the Gas Meter Building at

. CMR 1.02 et. seq.; and _780 CMR 122.3.4, the Board convened a public hearing on October 2, 2008
‘where all interested parties were provided with an opportunity to testify and present evidence to the
Board.

The Appellant appeared for the hearing pro se. Russ Fofsberg from the Braintree Building

Discussion
A motion was made to grant the Appellant’s request for a variance from 780 CMR 904.4, and
allow the Gas Meter Building to be constructed without a :-.p_rmkler system. The motion noted that this
variance is granted because of the gas leak detection system and security measures that will be
installed, or in place “currently, as outlined in the testimony and in the Braintree Electric Light
‘Department letter dated August 6, 2008. There was a second on the motion and a board vote was
taken, which was unanimous.
