Meeting Summary
Welcome and Introductions
Sheila Burgess welcomed all of the attendees. She said that she believes EOPSS/HSD may be able to fund all of the projects that were submitted for Section 408 funding, except the application submitted by the Rutland Police department because the speed equipment they are requesting to purchase doesn’t quality under Section 408. One of the goals of this meeting is to make sure the TRCC understands all of the projects that were submitted and give them an opportunity to ask questions and express concerns. 
Review/approval of March 5, 2012 minutes
The minutes from March 5, 2012 were accepted.  
Review TRCC Charter
Sheila Burgess said that she has not received any comments or concerns about the 2012-2013 charter that was emailed a few weeks ago. She said that Barbara Rizzuti will send out the charter within the next couple of weeks for signature by agency heads. 
Presentations from Section 408 applicants
   Boston Emergency Medical Services (EMS) / Boston Public Health Commission – Boston Vehicle & Pedestrian Accident Information System Enhancement
 
James Salva from Boston EMS gave a presentation (attached) on their proposal. There was concern expressed by members of the TRCC that the Boston Police Department hasn’t been reporting crashes to the RMV. Sheila Burgess assured the TRCC that the Boston Police Department is working on updating their records management system and will be reporting crash data. Sylvia Hobbs asked if Boston EMS had intensions of submitting the geocoded data to DPH. Laura Williams said that Boston EMS is working on submitting their data to the Massachusetts Ambulance Trip Record Information System (MATRIS).
Fisher College - Center for Leadership in Public Service - Predictive Traffic Analytics Using MassTRAC Data

Alex Wagner from Fisher College gave a presentation (attached) on their proposal. Alex Wagner said that he believes the crash and citation data in the Massachusetts Traffic Records Analysis Center (MassTRAC) is suitable for decision-making, but if it isn’t, the Center for Leadership in Public Service will make recommendations on how to improve the data. Karen Perduyn asked if there will be a problem analyzing the data if some of the departments submit incorrect data. Alex Wagner said that unless the data is systematically incorrect, he can still analyze the data. Alex Wagner assured the TRCC that he would work with them when deciding what data to analyze.
Massachusetts State Police Forensic Services Group - Detecting Drug Impaired Drivers
Sheila Burgess said that no one was available from the MSP Forensic Services Group to give a presentation, but if anyone had any questions about the proposal, they should be submitted to her or Barbara Rizzuti. 
Brookline Police Department - Electronic Crash Reporting System and Data Collection
Officer Casey Hatchet from the Brookline Police Department gave a presentation on their   proposal. She said that this project would help improve the quality of data they submit to the RMV. This would also help increase data accuracy and decrease the time officers spend at the scene.  Sheila Burgess said that EOPSS is supportive of this proposal and the Danvers Police Department’s proposal but they must agree to work with the EOPSS/Office of Technology and Information Services to ensure they don’t conflict with the Electronic Data Capture and Exchange Project. 
Danvers Police Department - Automated Traffic Crash Reporting with GPS location Identification
Sheila Burgess provided copies of the Danvers Police Department presentation. She said that no one was available from the Danvers Police Department to give a presentation, but if anyone had any questions, they should be submitted to her or Barbara Rizzuti. Sheila Burgess reminded the TRCC that EOPSS is supportive of this project, but they must agree to work with the EOPSS/Office of Technology and Information Services to ensure they don’t conflict with the Electronic Data Capture and Exchange Project.

Sylvia Hobbs gave a presentation (attached) on DPH’s proposal. The key project objectives are   to provide ongoing submission of State Data to National EMS Information System repository, transfer a version of Trauma Registry to the Massachusetts Community Health Information Profile (MassCHIP) to facilitate public access to aggregated reports, provide customized routine report views for the state RMV Fatal Accident Report System Analyst, and provide ongoing performance reports on the care of motor vehicle crash victims following input from the American College of Surgeons. 
Sheila Burgess provided the TRCC with the ballot (attached) and said that instructions were on the back. The TRCC was asked to provide Barbara Rizzuti with the completed ballots.
