Meeting Summary
Welcome and Introductions

Barbara Rizzuti thanked everyone for coming. All attendees introduced themselves. 

Presentations from applicants
   RMV – Crash Data System Stakeholder Improvement Project

Karen Perduyn provided a presentation on the RMV’s proposal. She mentioned the RMV applied for funding through the Safety Data Improvement Program Grant (SaDIP). The RMV should receive notification about the SaDIP grant in 4-6 weeks.  She explained that this project proposal includes the development of the business model, which will define the crash data process, and the development of the interface specifications for the data exchanges to and from the Department of Criminal Justice Information Systems at EOPSS. This project will allow departments to view their own crash reports through this system. Karen Perduyn also mentioned that this would be helpful for the Motor Vehicle Automated Citation and Crash System (MACCS). The original proposal and PowerPoint Presentation are attached. 
   Massachusetts State Police- State Police Traffic Crash Quality Assurance Project
 Lt. Lambert gave an overview of their project proposal. MSP is aware they have missing data and this project will help identify the quality control issues concerning Massachusetts State Police crash investigation data and reduce missing data. MSP would also train troopers on the importance of reporting. MSP will provide a technical report on crash data quality issues and solutions. Lt. Lambert mentioned that command staff wants good data to make deployment decision and this project would help that.  The original proposal and PowerPoint Presentation are attached. 
Boston EMS / Boston Public Health Commission – Boston EMS Cyclists, Pedestrian & Vehicular Accident Information System Enhancement
James Salvia provided a presentation on their project proposal. He said that crashes involving bicycles are a hot topic in Boston especially with the bike share programs. Boston EMS wants to take the data and make it meaningful. The goal of the project is to improve the city’s motor vehicle, bike and pedestrian crash information system by addressing information gaps, inconsistent data gathering and analysis, and the lack of usable real time data to guide decisions on traffic safety and transportation policy in Boston. James Salvia said that this project could be rolled out to other organizations in Massachusetts and nationwide. The original proposal and PowerPoint Presentation are attached. 
Newton Police Department – Accident Analytics Interface
Steven Smith provided a presentation on their project proposal. He said that this project will help provide an infrastructure that will enable the officer on-scene to input consistent quality information and crash factors. The information will be made available for instant analysis for the cause of the accident and the frequency of the locations. Steven Smith said that they just need the funding to complete the project; the beta-testing has already been completed. They will use a commercially available software platform. It will be deployed on Mobile/Portable/Web and made available to other agencies. Newton Police Department is interested in also analyzing operator reports in order to get the whole picture. The original proposal and PowerPoint Presentation are attached. 
UMassSAFE - Investigation of Improved Linkage Strategy Towards the Development of a Central and Uniformed Crash Analysis Database

Robin Riessman provided a presentation on their project proposal. She said that UMassSafe’s project would investigate improved data linkage processes and strategies for linking highway safety data - crash, roadway inventory, citation, driver history, emergency room, hospital and emergency medical services data.  A completely linked dataset would enable highway safety specialists and analysts the unique ability to examine crashes with a complete sense of all related elements from beginning to end. In addition, the new All-Payers Claim Database would be examined for linkage capability.  Robin Riessmen said that the linked data may be included in the Massachusetts Traffic Records Analysis Center (MassTRAC) and the DPH’s Massachusetts Community Health Information Profile (MassCHIP). The original proposal and PowerPoint Presentation are attached.
Department of Public Health – MATRIS and Trauma Registry Data Accuracy, Completeness, Uniformity, and Accessibility

Jamie Pianka provided a presentation on their project proposal. Part of this project will be to increase data submission by EMS services/providers and improve the quality of data submission. DPH will work towards better dissemination and improved uses of this valuable data. Jamie Pianka said that DPH also wants to give reporting agencies feedback on their data submissions. The trauma registry includes high quality data. He also said that DPH would provide support to services that are unable to analyze their own data. They will find out which services analyze their data well and will facilitate them working with agencies that are having problems. Data will also be provided to other traffic safety stakeholders. The original proposal and PowerPoint Presentation is attached. 
Fisher College - Center for Leadership in Public Service – Comprehensive Analysis of Accuracy and Completeness of the Crash Data File

Alex Wagner provided a presentation on their project proposal. He mentioned that he needed to hold off on finalizing his report for their current project because he was waiting for the data in MassTRAC to be uploaded. Alex Wagner said that he is analyzing the data in MassTRAC for his current project, but for his proposed project, he would be reviewing the whole crash file. Karen Perduyn mentioned that MassDOT was just notified that they will be receiving funding for the Crash Data Improvement Program (CDIP) to help measure the quality of the information within their crash database. Alex Wagner said that this project will assist developing progress measures that can be used to qualify for Section 405 C funds made available for data system improvement. He said that he would work very closely with the TRCC on the development and implementation of a formal crash data quality control program and will create regularly scheduled presentations of quality control metrics for TRCC meetings in order to address the data quality problems that are presented.
