Meeting Summary
Welcome and Introductions
Barbara Rizzuti welcomed attendees and explained that Sheila Burgess was unable to attend the meeting and that she would be chairing in her place.  Barbara Rizzuti then asked everyone to introduce themselves.
   Review/approval of February 18, 2011 and March 22, 2011 minutes 

Richard Conard noted that there was a mistake in the minutes from February 18th. On page four, the minutes should say that mile markers would be helpful on crash reports if it was reported accurately. 
The minutes from both meetings were approved.

State Traffic Safety Information Systems Improvement Grant (Section 408) Application to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) 

Barbara Rizzuti said that NHTSA has approved one of the performance measures that were submitted as part of the Section 408 application. She noted that they accepted the improved completeness of the emergency medical services/injury database by the DPH. However, NHTSA has some questions about the other performance measures that were submitted: improved accessibility of crash and citation data as a result of the Massachusetts Traffic Records Analysis Center (MassTRAC) and the increase in timeliness of reports entered into the RMV crash database. EOPSS/HSD will work with NHTSA to answer their questions so that hopefully those could also be considered performance measures. 
Barbara Rizzuti also noted that the Massachusetts Executive-Level TRCC met to discuss the Section 408 proposals. She said that the applications will be submitted as followed in the Section 408 application to NHTSA:
1. Danvers Police Department-Automated Traffic Crash Reporting with GPS location identification

2. Massachusetts Department of Transportation - Improving Crash Data System Location Data Entry/Validation Tables and Inclusion of Police Incident Number in Crash Data
3. Department of Public Health - The Massachusetts Strategic Deployment of New Statewide Trauma Quality Improvement Utilizing Population-Based Highway Safety Information Systems

4. Southeastern Massachusetts EMS Council - MATRIS Compliance Continuation Program 

The application to NHTSA will be submitted by June 15th. Barbara Rizzuti also asked that members send her their original signed TRCC charter as soon as possible if they had not yet submitted it. 

Massachusetts Community Health Information Profile (MassCHIP) Demonstration               Saul Franklin,  Former Director of MassCHIP
Saul Franklin, the former Director of MassCHIP, provided a demo of the program. He also provided instructions (attached) on how to download it. 
Sylvia Hobbs noted that one of the recommendations from the 2009 Traffic Records Assessment was to provide instruction to the TRCC on how to access data from MassCHIP. Beth Hume mentioned that MassCHIP will be expanding the transportation-related injuries (including motor vehicle traffic-related injuries) that are available through the MassCHIP system.
Model Minimum Uniform Crash Criteria (MMUCC) Guideline Expert Panel 
Chief Robert Meaney gave a brief summary of his experience sitting on the MMUCC. By providing a law enforcement perspective, he was able to convince other members of the panel which data elements law enforcement would include in their crash reports and which would not be useful. He noted that there will be additional meetings later in the year to finalize the guidelines.                        
Project Progress Reports
Karen Perduyn gave an update on the E-Submission and Scanning Solution for Police Crash Reports projects. She said that these projects have been put on hold and said that she will need guidance from her supervisors on how to proceed. She mentioned that the Worcester Police Department will be submitting electronically soon. She also mentioned that the Springfield Police Department said that they were interested, but they still haven’t submitted the proper forms yet.  Karen Perduyn said that the 2009 crash data is closed. However, the number of crashes is significantly less this year because not all of the operator reports were entered.  Robin Riessman said that the TRCC should discuss how data is used pre and post 2009 because of this decline. Karen Perduyn also mentioned that the information in the Fatality Analysis Reporting (FARS) may not be correct. Barbara Rizzuti said that she will talk to Mario Damiata from NHTSA about the 2009 data and FARS.
Sylvia Hobbs gave a brief update on the Massachusetts Ambulance Trip Record Information System and Trauma Registry.  She said that DPH is reviewing information about trauma centers to see which ones are collecting vital signs on patients every 15 minutes and which are not.  She also noted that DPH receives about 12,000 records a month and that Boston EMS is not submitting yet.  Abdullah Rehayem noted that he will be following up with services that are not submitting. 

Derryl Dion said that the Massachusetts Fire Incident Reporting System (MFIRS) Project is complete and that the three reports required for this project will be sent to Sheila Burgess soon. 
Other business/upcoming events
Bonnie Polin said that Massachusetts was chosen to participate in a Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) Roadway Safety Data Partnership Data Capabilities Assessment Pilot Project. Although she does not have much information now, there will be a webinar after the TRCC meeting to discuss this project with FHWA.  Bonnie Polin said that she hoped to have more information after the webinar. Barbara Rizzuti noted that she will add this topic for discussion at the next TRCC meeting.
