CONTRACT  FOR  CONSULTANT SERVICES 
This Agreement, made this _______day of _____________, 2007, by and between  the  Salem Housing Authority (SHA), the awarding authority", and________________________________   hereinafter called the "Contractor".

Witnesseth, that the SHA and the Contractor, for the consideration hereinunder named, agree as follows:

Article 1.  Scope  of  Work.   The scope of services  in the Request for Proposals (RFP) dated August 6, 2007 is to identify, document and implement a comprehensive process of “best practices” and a computer system that will help all two-hundred fifty two (252) local housing authorities (LHAs) achieve and maintain compliance with federal and state laws and regulations regarding lead-based paint and lead–based paint hazards.  This includes but is not limited to a schedule and a series of milestones and progress reports, each to be accepted and approved by the SHA and the Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD).
Article 2. Term of Contract.  The Contractor shall commence work under this Contract on __________ and the contract shall automatically terminate in fifteen (27) months from its effective date, unless the awarding authority exercises its option to renew as stipulated in Section II Article 6 of the RFP. 
Article 3.  Contract  Sum.  The awarding authority  shall  pay  the Contractor for  the performance of  the work at the hourly rates provided in the Contractor’s Price Proposal Form for a total contract sum of _________________________________________________ $______________. Payment will be made for services rendered in accordance with Section II  Article 7 of the RFP.  No contract amendments shall be made except in writing upon the express agreement of the parties and is subject to DHCD approval.

This Contract shall have a maximum limit of : Two-hundred and Seven thousand Three-hundred dollars ($207,300.00).
Article 4.  Termination.  The awarding authority may terminate this Contract for cause or without cause by giving written notice to the other party at least thirty (30) calendar days prior to the effective date of  termination in the Notice.

Article 5.   Insurance Requirements.  Consultant shall maintain insurance as specified in the RFP.
Article 7. Conflict of  Interest.  The Contractor covenants, that (1) presently, there is no financial interest and shall not acquire any such interest, direct or indirect, which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of services required to be performed under this Agreement or which would violate M.G.L. c.268A, as amended or DHCD’s Code of Conduct Regulations; (2) in the performance of this Contract, no person having any such interest shall be employed by the Contractor; and (3) no partner or employee of the firm is related by blood or marriage to any Board Member or employee of the Awarding Authority.
Article 8. Equal Opportunity.  The Contractor shall not discriminate in employment against any person on the basis of race, color, religion, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, age, ancestry, disability, marital status, veteran status, membership in the armed forces, presence of children, or political beliefs.  
Article 9. The Contract Documents.  The following, together with this Agreement form the Contract and all are as fully a part of the Contract as if attached to it or repeated herein:  the Request for Proposals, the Contractor's Non-Price Proposal Submission, the Contractor’s Price Proposal and any amendments or addenda issued prior to award and any modification agreed to after the award. 
Article  10.  REAP Certification.  Pursuant to M.G.L. c.62(c), §49(a), the individual signing this Contract on behalf of the Contractor, hereby certifies, under the penalties of perjury, that to the best of their knowledge and belief the Contractor has complied with all laws of the Commonwealth relating to taxes, reporting of employees and contractors, and withholding and remitting child support. 
Article 11.  Certification of  Non-Collusion.   The undersigned further certifies under penalties of perjury that their bid/proposal has been made in and submitted in good faith and without collusion or fraud with any other person.  As used in this certification, the work “person” shall mean any natural person, business, partnership, corporation, union, committee, club, or other organization, entity, or group of individuals. 
Article 12.  Worker Documentation Certification.  In accordance with Executive Order 481 the undersigned further certifies under the penalties of perjury that the Contractor shall not knowingly use undocumented workers in connection with the performance of this contract; that pursuant to federal requirements, the Contractor shall verify the immigration status of all workers assigned to such contract without engaging in unlawful discrimination; and that the it shall not knowingly or recklessly alter, falsify, or accept altered or falsified documents from any such worker(s). The Contractor understands and agrees that breach of any of these terms during the contract period may be regarded as a material breach, subjecting the Contractor to sanctions, including but not limited to monetary penalties, withholding of payments, contract suspension or termination.


Article 13.  Governing Law.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of  the Commonwealth  of  Massachusetts.

Article 14.  Validation.  This Contract will not be valid until signed by the Undersecretary of the Department of Housing and Community Development or her designee.
