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This case was heard by Administrative Judge Hernandez.
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LEVINE, J.   Both the employee and American Manufacturers Mutual Insurance Company appeal the decision issued after recommittal.  After review, we recommit it once again.
In Cole v. Roger Kent & Co., Inc., 24 Mass. Workers’ Comp. Rep. 7 (2010), we recommitted this case to the administrative judge for additional findings addressing the employee’s cumulative injury claim.  We also instructed the judge that if he found such an injury, in light of the employee’s preexisting cervical degenerative disease, a § 1(7A) analysis would be required.  Finally, we noted that should the requirements of § 1(7A) be satisfied, the employee’s earning capacity needed to be readdressed.  Id. at 11-12.  

The judge issued his recommittal decision on February 28, 2013.  Unfortunately, that decision largely repeats his original decision.  Discussion of the employee’s cumulative injury claim consists of mere recital of the applicable law; there is no analysis or findings with respect to the lay and expert evidence on the cumulative injury claim, etc.  As such, recommittal to the same judge is once again necessary.  See McCarty v. Wilkinson & Co., 15 Mass. Workers’ Comp. Rep. 76 (2009)(case recommitted a second time to the same judge).  Cole, supra, at 11-12.
