Gen. Laws ch. 167F, §2A(b)(2) (the “Referral and Referral Fee Prohibition”); Mass. Gen. Laws ch. 167F, §2A(b)(3) (the “Separation Restriction”); Mass. Gen. Laws ch. 167F, §2A(b)(4)(ii); and Mass. Gen. Laws ch. 167F, §2A(b)(4)(iii) (together the “Waiting Period Restrictions”) to banks chartered by the Commonwealth.  Insofar as the aforementioned prohibitions and restrictions have been deemed preempted by federal law by a court of competent jurisdiction
 and waived as to banks chartered by the Commonwealth, all provisions in the Plan that contain such restrictions are deleted.  

Whereas the prohibitions and restrictions were deemed to be preempted by the Gramm-Leach-Bliley Act of 1999 (“GLBA”), 15 U.S.C. §6701(d)(2)(A),  (Bank)___________________ hereby represents and affirms that it shall comply with  the conditions and limitations applicable to the waived provisions of state law  as set forth in GLBA and the implementing regulations promulgated  by the federal bank regulatory agencies pursuant to Section 47 of the Federal Deposit Insurance Act.
