The Executive session was called to order at 3:25 p.m. 
4. Labor Matters
2012 Bargaining
Doug Shatkin, lead negotiator, and Marianne Dill, who will assume that role when Doug retires in April, joined council members to discuss the first bargaining session.  Council members reviewed the draft response to the union’s proposal.  Doug Shatkin stated members of the collective bargaining committee are waiting for A&F to establish parameters on wages and benefits.  Christine suggested 1199SEIU research the number of workers requiring health care benefits.  
Doug addressed a concern he had for references made by 1199SEIU referring to PCAs as state employees. He proposed that the council’s position should support consumer direction and reiterate that the consumer is the employer with hiring and firing responsibilities and as such, PCAs are not considered state employees.

Training funds contract

Jack reports that the fully executed contract is in place and that invoices are being processed.

Labor Management Committee

The next meeting will be held on March 8th and will include a review of training needs assessment surveys provided to PCAs and consumers as well as presentations by Leanne Winchester, Director of PHCAST and Bristol Community College on the pilot PCA training program.

Grievance

 Christine and Jack met with Veronica Turner and Becca Gutman of 1199 to discuss the grievance.  Christine said the Council will not compensate the PCA for the unpaid hours but will  urge PCMs to provide more intense training.  Also the payroll system now includes a bi-weekly update of available PCA units including holiday units.  The union is considering this offer.
5. Council budget matters
FY13 Budget and FY12 Expense report

Jack informed council members that the FY13 approved council budget includes the funding for the PCA Directory as a Council line item rather than an IT item.
Council members reviewed the current expense report.
